Showers and thunderstorms W|II begin to be p055|ble starting late Friday afternoon/evening following a very
windy day on Friday. Much of the activity may hold off into the early morning hours on Saturday. Severe
thunderstorms including isolated tornadoes, damaging winds and large hail will be possible with the main threat
centered on Saturday morning and afternoon. West and middle Tennessee look to see the worst of this weather.

A second round of storms can be expected centered on Sunday morning. A severe thunderstorm risk exists but

most likely the most significant weather related threat will be flash flooding as our rainfall totals start to add up

from the previous days storms.
