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East Tennessee Technology Park


The remediation of the East Tennessee Technology Park addresses the demolition of approximately 500 buildings, the remediation of approximately 2200 acres, and the remediation of several contaminated groundwater plumes.  The end state of remediation is uncontrolled industrial land use down to ten feet.

The remediation logic is initially to address immediate threats to human health and the environment, then to demolish buildings, then to remediate soil, and finally to remediate groundwater.

The waste generated from this remediation will be disposed primarily at the Environmental Management Waste Management Facility, but also at the Y-12 landfills and at offsite facilities.

Currently, all work is planned to be complete by the end of Fiscal Year 2016, and no changes to milestones are expected.

The total remaining cost is approximately $1.5 billion.
