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ETTP Ponds Removal Action


Scope:  The Ponds Removal Action addresses several ponds at the East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP).   The objective of the project is to restore the K-1007-P1 Holding Pond to natural conditions less conducive to uptake of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB) in fish.  The primary scope of the project is to drain the K-1007-P1 Holding Pond, kill undesirable fish that bioaccumulate PCBs, restore desirable fish, and maintain institution controls at the K-901-A Holding Pond and K-720 Slough.  The forecasted cost is approximately $3.5 million.  
Environmental Risk and Principal Threat Source Material Rating:  High
· The baseline ecological risk assessment indicates that piscivorous wildlife might be at risk from PCBs in fish.
· The baseline human health risk assessment indicates that PCBs in the fish contribute 95% of the incremental lifetime cancer risk to a recreational receptor from fish consumption.

· The principal source of PCBs is the pond sediment, which became contaminated from storm drain releases.

· No unacceptable surface water risk to ecological receptors was identified.   
Other Prioritization Factors:

· Interim land use controls are necessary to restrict access to these ponds.
· The ponds are located at the front of ETTP and are easily accessible.

· DOE plans to release this land to the private sector for industrial development.
· This project is underway.

Overall Prioritization:  High
The ponds pose an unacceptable risk to piscivorous wildlife and recreational receptors.  The overall prioritization for the Ponds Removal Action is High.
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
