Discussion
April/May Expenses - The committee reviewed the FY ‘08 costs table (Attachment 1). Ms. Halsey pointed out that three expense categories are in debit territory: ‘Travel,’ ‘Office Expenses,’ and ‘Publications.’ Mr. Dixon recommended that $8,000 be moved from ‘Educational Outreach’ to ‘Travel,’ that $1,000 be moved from ‘Support for the Stewardship Kit’ to ‘Publications,’ and that $500 be moved from ‘Other’ to ‘Office Expenses.’ The committee concurred with the recommendations. 
FY 2009 ORSSAB Budget - Ms. Halsey reported that no word has been received yet on the budget, although she has been told by Melissa Nielson at DOE-Headquarters that the board will not be getting less than $400k. Any increase over this year’s budget, though, is unlikely. 
FY 2010 DOE-ORO EM Budget Submittal - Ms. Halsey said that the budget was submitted, along with the SSAB’s recommendations and comments from the regulators. A response to the SSAB recommendation is still being worked. 
ORSSAB’s Financial Setup – In response to a question last month from Mr. Branch, Ms. Halsey explained that ORSSAB is not allowed to receive money from any organization or entity other than DOE. To be set up as a non-profit organization, the board would have to be able to receive funds from some other source. Mr. Branch explained that his interest was in seeing if the board could avoid paying sales taxes. Ms. Halsey said she would see if DOE has an exemption that the board would be able to use.
Work Plan - The committee reviewed the FY 2008 work plan (Attachment 2).
