Board Officer/DOE Comments
Ms. Halsey mentioned that a dispute resolution agreement is circulating among the FFA parties regarding milestones for FYs 2008, 2009, and 2010. Milestones for FY 2011 and out years will likely go into dispute, however. Mr. Dixon asked what the dispute is about. Ms. Halsey said the short answer concerning the FFA Appendix E was that the regulators did not agree with DOE’s deletion of twelve FY 2010 milestones when that year rolled into the three-year, enforceable milestone section of the FFA. 
Monthly Board Meetings
February 13 Review - The committee reviewed the draft minutes (Attachment 1). Ms. Halsey noted that the “baseline” Dave Adler said was available to members consists of spreadsheet listings of projects and associated cost information. In addition, volumes of supporting data are available on CD. These materials are available only through Ms. Halsey, not the DOE Information Center. Mr. Mulvenon requested two sets of spreadsheets and CDs for the Local Oversight Committee. Mr. Dixon requested a set of the spreadsheets and CDs for the Board Finance & Process Committee. Mr. Lundy requested a copy of the CDs. 
March 12 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2). The presentation will focus on the FY 2006 Annual Site Environmental Report. Mr. Gibson said it would be good to hear about the new monitoring plan. Mr. Dixon requested that Dave Adler be asked to provide an update on the budget process. Ms. Halsey offered to pass those comments along.
The committee reviewed the recommendation on K-25 Building historic preservation (Attachment 3). Mr. Bonner noted that the recommendation does not necessarily reflect a consensus of board opinion. The committee voted to send the recommendation forward to the board for consideration for approval.
April 9 Presentation - The committee reviewed a list of potential topics for the meeting presentation (Attachment 4) and selected the White Oak Lake/Embayment and Bear Creek Valley uranium disposals topic. Mr. Dixon requested that Ms. Halsey invite TDEC to participate in the presentation since John Owsley had originally suggested the topic. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Branch reported that at its February meeting the committee reviewed the FY ’08 ORSSAB cost table (Attachment 5). The committee also reviewed the government estimate of the FY ’09 ORSSAB budget request and discussed retreat locations. The number one choice for the retreat is Whitestone Country Inn; the number two is the U.T. Conference Center. The Executive Committee concurred with the selections and asked Mr. Branch to inform the members at the March 12 board meeting.
Environmental Management - Mr. Gibson reported that in February the committee heard a presentation from Arcadis on the ETTP D32 Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study. 
Public Outreach - Mr. Westervelt reported that at the committee’s February meeting members approved the editorial plan for the April Advocate newsletter and discussed the Earth Day event being sponsored by the American Museum of Science and Energy. The committee also voted on issues to present at the spring chairs meeting and is working on scheduling presentations to several local organizations and Roane County High School. Mr. Dixon suggested emailing board members as soon as possible about signing up to staff the Earth Day booth. Mr. Westervelt said Becky Brunton is handling that.
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner said that the committee’s February meeting was canceled so members could attend the K‑25 building preservation meeting held that night. In March the committee will discuss follow-up on Remediation Effectiveness Report presentation given at January joint meeting with the EM committee.
Other Business 
FY 2009 Budget Request - The committee reviewed the government estimate of the ORSSAB FY 2009 budget request (Attachment 6). Ms. Halsey said that the major changes she made were to travel and technical advisor services. 
Travel Requests - The committee approved requests from Spencer Gross and Ted Lundy for travel to the spring EM SSAB chairs meeting in Richland, Washington (Attachment 7).

Expenditure Requests - The committee reviewed requests from the Oral History Subcommittee for establishment of an Oral History Steering Committee (Attachment 8) and a request for new member recruitment support (Attachment 9). Mr. Dixon asked that DOE make an effort to target women’s groups in its recruitment efforts. Mr. Osborne said that over 150 letters had been mailed out to various organizations, and he thought that there were quite a few women’s organizations included. He offered to send the list to Mr. Dixon. 
WIPP Trip - Mr. Dixon asked about the status of his request that a trip to the Waste Isolation Pilot Plant be arranged for members. Mr. Osborne said he had researched the logistics and timing of the trip and determined that early summer would be the best time, given the significant travel and logistical arrangements that must be made. Mr. Dixon asked that a follow-up item be placed on the next Executive Committee agenda so that scheduling of the trip can be finalized. He suggested that once a date is set that ORSSAB members be polled for interest.
