Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Dixon reported that the Board Finance & Process Committee will be asking Becky Brunton to attend their next meeting and the next Executive Committee meeting to discuss her impressions of the retreat.
Ms. Halsey said that DOE has received EPA approval on a dispute resolution agreement. Gerald Boyd will sign the agreement next week. Part of the agreement is to have DOE and the regulators to work to incorporate Integrated Facility Disposition Project (IFDP) schedule into the Federal Facility Agreement prior to December 15, assuming that CD-1 approval of IFDP is received from DOE-Headquarters. A decision on whether CD-1 will be signed is due in October. The board should request a briefing on the integration process following December 15 if the CD-1 is approved.
As part of the agreement, a public meeting may be held in January/February to inform the general public about the changes to the work scope of the Federal Facility Agreement and the time periods in which cleanup work will be done. Remediation completion dates will be extended considerably. EPA and state thought it was important to have a public meeting so that stakeholders will be aware of this important change in scope.
Mr. Murphree asked who will be organizing the public meeting. Ms. Halsey said that if CD-1 receives approval, it will be a “major modification” to the Federal Facility Agreement and will therefore require a public meeting. DOE will be responsible for the meeting, but she would appreciate it if the SSAB can assist in planning. 
Mr. Dixon said that this will impact both the Stewardship and Environmental Management committees, so it would be good for them to work jointly on the meeting. Ms. Halsey added that because personnel from EPA and the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation in Nashville will be in attendance, the meeting will likely have to be scheduled separately from a standing ORSSAB board meeting in January. 
Mr. Dixon asked if the Public Outreach Committee needed to be included in planning the meeting. Mr. Westervelt thought it unnecessary.
Monthly Board Meetings
August 9 Review - The committee reviewed a summary of the FY 2008 annual planning retreat and a roll-up of member evaluations of the event (Attachment 1). Mr. Westervelt said the Public Outreach Committee reviewed outreach suggestions from the retreat and will be taking action on several of them. Mr. Murphree said the retreat facilities were the best of any of the retreats he has attended. But he thought the Environmental Management Committee didn’t get as much for its work plan as he thought it would. Ms. Halsey reminded him that if the IFDP CD-1 receives approval there may be much more to ad to committee work plan. Mr. Dixon noted that some comments focused on having a two-day retreat and that the Board Finance & Process Committee will consider it. 
September 10 - The committee reviewed the draft agenda (Attachment 2). Ms. Halsey said that Darryl Bonner has agreed to serve as the issue manager for the presentation. Tammy Blain will do October presentation on project baseline summaries and the budget formulation process.

Mr. Dixon asked if the committee wanted to make any changes to the agenda format. Mr. Westervelt said that the Public Outreach Committee considered a suggestion from the retreat to move the last public comment period to the very first of the agenda, prior to the presentation. Ms. Halsey suggested moving the DDFO and liaison comments to prior to the public comment period so the public can hear what the officials have to say. The committee agreed. Ms. Halsey said that in November she would like the board meeting presentation to be on the DOE Quarterly Progress Reports—what they are and how to read them. The Board Finance & Process Committee will perform a screening of the latest Quarterly Progress Report at its November meeting in order to determine what content of the report will be presented at the December board meeting.
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Ms. Owen reported that in August the committee reviewed the July/August cost report (Attachment 3). The committee also discussed the FY 2008 planning retreat and the draft issue manager guidelines. Election of FY 2009 officers was deferred until September.
EM - Mr. Murphree reported that in August the committee heard an update on operation of the TRU Waste Processing Facility, drafted its FY 2009 work plan, and assigned issue managers to most topics. He and Tim Myrick were reelected to their positions as chair and vice chair, respectively. In September the committee will discuss the Natural Resource Damage Assessment process.
Public Outreach - Mr. Westervelt reported that in August the committee discussed upcoming outreach presentations, its FY 2009 work plan, public outreach ideas from the annual retreat, the October Advocate newsletter, and the upcoming chairs meeting presentation. Mr. Westervelt was reelected chair, and Mr. Bass was reelected vice chair.

The committee also discussed arranging a September meeting with Frank Munger of the News-Sentinel to reopen dialogue with him. Mr. Westervelt invited all Executive Committee members to attend. The discussion with Mr. Munger will cover a variety of topics, and he will be asked to speak at a future board meeting—not as the main presenter but just to give some informal remarks.
Mr. Dixon suggested that Mr. Munger be invited to the board meeting being planned for later this year in the Knoxville Vestal community. The presentation at the meeting will focus on the Witherspoon cleanup. Mr. Osborne asked Ms. Halsey if there is some Witherspoon project milestone that would have a bearing on the timing of the meeting and be newsworthy for Mr. Munger to cover. Ms. Halsey offered to find out.
Stewardship - Ms. Sarten said that in August the committee developed its FY 2009 work plan. She was elected chair, and Darryl Bonner was elected vice chair. In September the committee will work to describe the role of the city of Oak Ridge in stewardship and develop a draft statement of the city’s role. The goal is to obtain more participation by city in stewardship on the Oak Ridge Reservation. 
Other Business 
Chairs Meeting Presentation - The committee reviewed a draft of the ORSSAB presentation on annual reports, recruitment, and surveys that had been prepared for the EM SSAB chairs meeting to be held September 16–17 in Washington, D.C. (Attachment 4). Staff was asked to send it out to board members for comments. 
Ms. Halsey remarked that it has been some time since the SSAB chairs have held a workshop, and she would like to see the workshops reinstated. Mr. Murphree suggested that ORSSAB participants in the chairs meeting make that suggestion and recommend that the topic be pulled from the round robin on the sites’ top three issues of concern, if there’s something in common. Mr. Dixon encouraged all committee chairs to attend an SSAB chairs meeting sometime this year, even if it is just to observe and learn. 
Committee Minutes in Notebooks - Mr. Osborne explained that after last year’s retreat the Executive Committee considered a suggestion to post minutes on the board’s website instead of in the monthly meeting packets. The Executive Committee decided instead to put minutes on the web and in the packets. At this year’s retreat Lance Mezga suggested that the Executive Committee reconsider the issue anew this month. Mr. Dixon recommended that no change be made in the current arrangement. The committee agreed. 
Issue Manager Guidelines - The committee reviewed a set of issue manager guidelines developed by Spencer Gross for use by ORSSAB committees (Attachment 5). Ms. Halsey explained that the Board Finance & Process Committee discussed the guidelines and recommended that they be distributed to the Executive Committee for discussion, then to the standing committees for input, and then be put into use and included in the new member orientation. Mr. Dixon asked staff to distribute the guidelines electronically to all members for comment and put an item on the next Executive Committee agenda to review the comments and decide how to adopt them. 
Letter to David Branch - Mr. Dixon said that the Board Finance & Process Committee agreed that David Branch should be sent a letter thanking him for his participation in the retreat planning and for attending the retreat. Staff is drafting the letter for Mr. Dixon’s signature.

FY 2009 ORSSAB Work Plan - Ms. Halsey asked all committees to finalize their work plans in September so they can be incorporated into the overall board work plan. Staff was asked to revise the Board Finance & Process Committee work plan with changes made earlier this evening and email it to committee members for approval.
Action Item Status 
Action - Staff will make sure that persons making board presentations begin their presentations with a map of the reservation and then key into the specific area where the project they’re discussing is located. Status – Closed. Mr. Osborne said that a map had been developed and that he and Mr. Dixon reviewed the map earlier this evening.
Action - The Executive Committee will reconsider using the issue manager concept and come up with a template for presenters (always show the reservation map, always give the project background, etc.). Status – Closed. The committee agreed that issue managers be used for board presentations. Mr. Mezga was recommended for the October presentation. Staff was asked to inform him. Ms. Halsey recommended that someone from the Environmental Management Committee be the issue manager for the November presentation on the DOE Quarterly Progress Reports. Mr. Murphree suggested incorporating directions for presenters into the issue manager guidelines.

Action - Executive Committee members will look at the board presentation list for topics that would be of interest to other communities. Status – Closed by decision to hold a meeting in Vestal. Action deferred to the Public Outreach Committee for additional consideration.
