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Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Murphree reported that chairs meeting planning is moving along well, with one unknown being whether Inés Triay will attend, although the expectation is that she will. 
Mr. Olson said the Environmental Management (EM) committee drafted a recommendation on the FY 2012 DOE-Oak Ridge budget request. He asked if the Executive Committee wanted to put it on the March 10 agenda. Mr. Murphree noted that both the state and EPA have expressed concerns about DOE missing milestones, which is an issue related to funding. So if the board is going to make a recommendation on budget, it might be appropriate to make reference to the level of funding for Oak Ridge in relation to other sites as a percentage of the overall EM budget. Mr. Westervelt said he is concerned about the unknown costs for 3019 and K-25, and until you get your arms around those costs it’s going to continue to generate uncertainty in the budget.
Ms. Halsey said the EM committee could continue to work on the recommendation at its March meeting, and then the recommendation could be sent to the board for consideration at the April 14 board meeting. She said that a meeting of the DOE/TDEC/EPA Environmental Program Council will take place soon, so prioritization information from that meeting could be made available to the EM committee. 
Mr. Murphree said he would prefer to see the initial recommendation on the March board meeting agenda, and then if necessary it can go back to the EM committee for additional work and then back before the board in April. Mr. Olson said he would continue to work on the recommendation and get it approved by email by the EM committee before the March board meeting. 
Mr. Westervelt remarked that at Tuesday’s Public Outreach Committee meeting, Darrell Akins recommended that ORSSAB play a role as a conduit for public input into the scope of the new cleanup contract. Ms. Halsey said it would be within the board’s charter to review the request for proposals after the document is released to the public. Contractors will be given ~30 days to supply questions on the contract, so interested members that have no conflict of interest would have that time period as well to identify to DOE any concerns that they have. Mr. Murphree suggested an ad hoc committee be formed to review the request for proposals. He offered to bring it up at the March board meeting.
Mr. Juarez requested that staff supply him with comments made by the regulators on the February 10 board meeting minutes.
Ms. Halsey reported that a positive response has been received from DOE-Headquarters on the board’s stewardship workshop recommendation. The Office of Legacy Management’s stewardship workshop being held in Grand Junction, Colorado, in November will now include the SSABs and discussion of stewardship for ongoing mission sites. 
Monthly Board Meetings
February 10 Meeting Follow-Up - The committee reviewed the draft meeting minutes (Attachment 1). Mr. Murphree asked Ms. Halsey to make sure that John Eschenberg’s action item about providing EM budget history trends be addressed soon.
March 10 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2). Ms. Halsey said that Gary Riner would be making the presentation on Building 3019. 
The committee reviewed the “Recommendation on a Phased Approach for Addressing Potential Off-Site Contamination in Melton Valley” (Attachment 3) and voted to send it forward to the board for consideration for approval.
The committee reviewed the “Recommendation and Comments on the Long-Term Stewardship Implementation Plan for the DOE-Oak Ridge Reservation” (Attachment 4). Mr. Olson asked if it was appropriate to name a specific Bechtel Jacobs employee in the recommendation. The committee thought it was acceptable, but it would be better to simply refer to Bechtel Jacobs rather than an individual. Ms. Halsey asked that the implementation plan document be added to the recommendation as an attachment and included in the board packets. The committee voted to send the recommendation forward to the board for consideration for approval. 
April 14 - The committee reviewed the presentation topics list (Attachment 5) and selected the Remediation Effectiveness Report. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that that at its February meeting the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 6). Planning activities for the chairs meeting and retreat are well underway. Mr. Murphree asked if the ORSSAB chairs meeting committee will meet again to go over checklists and review reception plans and menus. Ms. Halsey suggested setting a meeting for March 25 at 4:30.
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its February meeting the committee heard presentations on the closure of the TSCA Incinerator, landlord costs at the East Tennessee Technology Park, and the transuranic waste processing center. Mr. Olson said that landlord costs are sometimes associated with materials stored inside buildings, so if those materials were moved landlord costs might be obviated. Mr. Dixon said he has had similar thoughts about the topic. 
Mr. Olson said the committee discussed the Melton Valley groundwater wording and talked about committee input to the Building 3019 presentation at the March board meeting. The committee also discussed the budget recommendation. 
Public Outreach – Ms. Owen reported that the committee met at the DOE Information Center in February and reviewed the current planning calendar. Tim Myrick made presentations at Hardin Valley Academy in early February and again late in the month. The committee approved the April Advocate editorial plan and discussed participating in Knoxville’s EarthFest and Oak Ridge’s Earth Day events in April. The committee heard an update on the new museum kiosk. 
Stewardship – Ms. Sarten reported that in February the committee discussed the recommendation to DOE on the Stewardship Implementation Plan. In March Lorene Sigal will present the revised “Why Stewardship?” presentation. The committee will also discuss the National Priorities List delisting process.
Other Business
Proposed Issues to be Presented at the Spring Chairs Meeting - The committee discussed proposed issues to be presented at the spring chairs meeting (Attachment 7) and selected the following:

The Executive Committee members thought it would be fine.
