Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Murphree made several reports:

· He attended the March16 Stewardship Committee meeting to discuss and prepare for the stewardship roundtable at the upcoming chairs meeting. He was asked by Stewardship Committee members to add stewardship as a presentation topic at a board meeting. He was also asked by one of the members to reconsider making stewardship one of the top three issues to be presented at the chairs meeting. Mr. Murphree asked if Executive Committee members wished to do that. The Executive Committee members generally thought that the current issues were more urgent at this time, and the importance of stewardship is being brought out through incorporation of the stewardship roundtable into the chairs agenda. 
· He participated in the SSAB chairs conference call on March 18. Not much of importance transpired. 
· Four board members have volunteered to serve on the ad hoc committee being formed to review the request for proposals for the new Oak Ridge cleanup contract. They are Darrell Akins, David Martin, Bob Olson, and Chuck Jensen. Although the contract will not be awarded until March 2011, the RFP should be out very soon, and Mr. Murphree would like to the committee to started on its review as soon as possible.

· A couple of days ago he received a copy of a draft recommendation the Northern New Mexico board intents to submit at the chairs meeting as a possible joint chairs recommendation. The subject is unfunded liabilities. Mr. Murphree said he supports the recommendation, particularly since such liabilities are a big issue for the Oak Ridge EM program. 
· A brief news item appeared in today’s paper reporting that a Tennessee Senate committee approved a bill prohibited the down-blending of uranium in Tennessee. If approved by the full Senate, this may have consequences for Oak Ridge.
Ms. Halsey reported that DOE-Oak Ridge still does not have its FY 2012 budget target to work from. Meetings with the regulators are ongoing but are not going particularly well. She thinks the EM Committee’s rewrite of the FY 2012 EM budget recommendation is excellent, but given the situation, the timeline for the board to approve the recommendation may be less urgent than it was. 
Monthly Board Meetings
March 10 Meeting Follow-Up - The committee reviewed the draft meeting minutes (Attachment 1).
April 14 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2) and made no changes. 
The committee reviewed the revised “Recommendations on the FY 2012 DOE-Oak Ridge EM Program Budget Request” (Attachment 3). Mr. Olson said that the document had been revised since last month to combine the “Discussion” and “Recommendations” sections because important advice and recommendations were in fact embedded within the Discussion section. The Executive Committee made three minor edits and decided that the cover letter should be address to Inés Triay instead of John Eschenberg. 
May 12 - The presentation will be on the cumulative aspects of waste processors in and around the Oak Ridge Reservation.
June 9 - The meeting presentation will be the Stewardship Committee’s “Why Stewardship” presentation.
July 14 - The presentation will be on development of the Critical Decision 2 package for the Integrated Facility Disposition Project.

Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that at its March meeting the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 4) and the government estimate of the FY 2011 ORSSAB budget request (Attachment 5). Ms. Halsey said she reduced overall travel funding based on what was spent last year. Funding for Stewardship Committee travel was boosted, though, because of the national stewardship workshop being planned for November in Grand Junction, Colorado. 
Mr. Osborne reported that planning for the spring chairs meeting is on track. We are expecting a record turnout for a chairs meeting, with almost 60 registrations for the meeting and reception/dinner, and about 40 for the tour. Menus and logistical details for the reception and dinner buffet have been decided upon. All the arrangements for hotel meeting space and the tour are mostly in place, but a lot of last-minute details will have to be addressed in April, such as compilation of the meeting notebook and the top three issues.
Mr. Dixon said that Dancing Bear Lodge in Townsend has been selected as the retreat location this year. 

EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its March meeting the committee discussed the U-233 project with Gary Riner, who is the DOE project director. The committee also discussed the recommendation on the FY 2012 DOE EM budget request and made comments on the information sheet for the ESD for the Record of Decision for Interim Actions in Bethel Valley. 
Public Outreach – Ms. Jones reported that the committee met by teleconference in March and reviewed the current planning calendar. Despite repeated attempts, the presentation at Clinton High School was never scheduled, so a student from Hardin Valley Academy will be chosen this year. Presentations have been set up for the Kiwanis Club of Northside Knoxville on April 7 and the Kiwanis Club of Knoxville on April 22. The board will staff a booth at the Oak Ridge Earth Day Festival, but since only two people signed up for the Knoxville event, the board will not participate in that one. 

During the teleconference, Mr. Westervelt suggested that the outgoing ORSSAB student representatives be asked if they would like to write a newspaper guest editorial about their experience on the board. Maggie Owen will email Tim Myrick to see what he thinks about the idea before contact is made with the students.

Mr. Osborne reported at the meeting that the new museum kiosk will be finished and operational by the end of March.
Stewardship – Mr. Murphree reported that in March the committee reviewed a revised version of the “Why Stewardship” presentation. In April Mr. Murphree will preview his presentation for the SSAB chairs meeting stewardship roundtable. 
Other Business
Date of April Committee Meeting - The committee elected to cancel its meeting.
