Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Murphree remarked that at today’s chairs conference call it was learned that the federal budgeting process is not going well this year, which will likely result a continuing resolution. It was also learned that some shipments of depleted uranium have taken place from the Savannah River Site to Oak Ridge. The material will be used as down-blending stock for the U-233 project. Mr. Olson added that the LOC thinks it’s a very big issue, although Mr. Olson is not so sure it is. The LOC’s main concern is that we’re using East Tennessee Technology Park to store hazardous materials again. Mr. Olson said the down-blending material fairly benign stuff, and he thinks it’s just not that big an issue compared to the danger of the U-233 itself. 
Ms. Halsey mentioned that during the call DOE-Headquarters let the ssab’s know that they (Headquarters) will be pulling back unused FY 2010 funding. And if there is a lot of it at a particular SSAB, Headquarters will likely decrease the SSAB’s base funding level for 2011. Ms. Halsey said that Headquarters recently pulled $800K out of her funding for Tennessee grants and SSAB operations. She will fully fund the SSAB, however.
Monthly Board Meetings
July 14 - The committee discussed the meeting presentation, which was long-term stewardship for contaminated areas on the Oak Ridge Reservation. Mr. Murphree said he thought it was helpful to learn how we got where we are in stewardship planning in Oak Ridge, and it is a great jumping-off point for the presentation in September on what DOE-Oak Ridge is currently doing regarding stewardship planning. 
Mr. Westervelt asked who the Oak Ridge stewardship liaison is. Ms. Halsey said that responsibility is spread out among different projects and entities. EM is responsible for areas it controls. The DOE Office of Science has responsibility for areas it controls. In Melton Valley, the Office of Science is responsible for the fence around it; everything inside is EM’s. 
August 21 Retreat - The committee discussed planning for the retreat. Mr. Murphree said the planning committee has done a great job, and most of the tasks are complete at this time. 
Nominating Committee Report - Mr. Osborne reported that the Nominating Committee chair, Steve Stow, told him the committee is still working on finding candidates and does not have a slate of candidates yet.
Committee Accomplishments - The committee reviewed a draft list of FY 2010 committee accomplishments and tasks to carry into 2011 (Attachment 1). The committee made no changes.

FY 2010 Board Accomplishments - The committee reviewed a draft list of FY 2010 board accomplishments (Attachment 2). Mr. Olson noted that one thing that came out of the EM committee discussions of its accomplishments was that the committees follow a lot of issues. Whether they make recommendations on them or not, the committees should recognize that effort somehow. The EM committee, for instance, received three briefings on the U-233 project this year. 
Mr. Westervelt agreed, saying that advice and comments made during meetings is important. Mr. Murphree said the same could also be said of the board presentations. Mr. Olson said it also reflects a change in the nature of EM because there are few new projects but lots that have been ongoing. Ms. Halsey agreed, saying there is little decision-making going on right now but lots of execution. 
Mr. Westervelt suggested adding a bullet reflecting that the committee heard “× number of presentations” on a project, providing informal advice and recommendations during discussion. Mr. Bonner agreed with the idea, saying that the Stewardship Committee’s discussions about having Headquarters appoint a long-term stewardship liaison for ongoing mission sites may well have contributed to the decision to hold the upcoming Grand Junction workshop. Mr. Osborne said he would work with Spencer Gross and the committee chairs to determine where each committee wants to go with the issue.
September 8 - The presentation will focus on current DOE-Oak Ridge long-term stewardship activities. Ms. Halsey said that Dave Adler is planning to give the presentation. Mr. Bonner offered to serve as issue manager for the presentation. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that at its July meeting the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 3), concurred on a travel request, discussed retreat planning, and reviewed its FY 2010 accomplishments.
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its July meeting the committee heard an update on the Building 3019 project, reviewed its FY 2010 accomplishments, and generated ideas for the top three issues for fall EM SSAB chairs meeting. The committee also discussed how to get better participation from committee members. One thing that came out of the discussion is the nature of the EM work these days…it’s not too stimulating. When the retreat facilitator called Mr. Olson to do his member survey debriefing, he suggested to her that a discussion of committee participation might be good idea at the retreat. Ms. Halsey said she will ask the retreat planning committee to talk with the retreat facilitator at their meeting tomorrow. 
Mr. Olson also said that Susan Gawarecki asked if the public can supply suggestions for the ORSSAB work plan. He told her that input was welcomed from all members of the public.
Public Outreach - Ms. Owen reported that the committee met by teleconference in July. The July issue of the Advocate newsletter and the Public Environmental Survey have been distributed; the Survey Monkey web tool version of the survey is complete; and a review of possible outreach presentation opportunities in underway. The committee also reviewed its FY 2010 accomplishments, generated ideas for the top three issues for the fall chairs meeting, discussed buying ORSSAB logo pens, and agreed to look into having a float in the Oak Ridge Christmas parade. 
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner reported that in July the committee reviewed its FY 2010 accomplishments and discussed how to educate the public on stewardship. The committee also generated some ideas for the top three Oak Ridge issues for the fall chairs meeting. 
Other Business
Travel Request - The committee approved a request from Mr. Murphree for travel to the Weapons Complex Monitor Decision-maker’s Forum at Amelia Island Plantation in Florida (Attachment 4). The request was approved by the committee to allow Mr. Murphree to represent the board at the meeting and report back to the board on the positions/issues raised at the conference, as well as to represent the SSAB for the purpose of providing a presentation.
Fall Chairs Meeting - The committee discussed topics for the fall chairs meeting suggested by the ORSSAB standing committees (Attachment 5). Mr. Westervelt suggested budget and long-term stewardship at ongoing mission sites. Mr. Olson said he liked the Public Outreach Committee’s suggestion regarding K-25 demolition and U-233 project cost containment and project management. Mr. Murphree recommended lack of funding for the Integrated Facility Disposition Program. Ms. Halsey suggested environmental media risk issues (mercury, Melton Valley groundwater, air emission potential from the ORNL central stack, and the uranium burial grounds). 
The committee agreed to go with budget, long-term stewardship at ongoing mission sites, and environmental media risk issues for the top three issues. For the top accomplishment: hosting the chairs meeting and completing the new museum exhibit. For the top activity: planning the retreat. Staff was asked to work up appropriate wording and send it out to the committee for review.
Administrative Decisions Requiring Approval Since the Last Committee Meeting

Requests for Travel - On June 28, an e-mail was sent to committee members asking for concurrence on a request from Ron Murphree for travel to the SSAB Chairs meeting, September 14–16 in Santa Fe (Attachment 6). Concurrence was received from Mr. Bonner, Mr. Juarez, Mr. Murphree, and Mr. Westervelt on June 28.

On July 2, an e-mail was sent to committee members asking for concurrence on a request for members traveling to the annual planning retreat in August (Attachment 7). Concurrence was received from Mr. Dixon, Mr. Juarez, Mr. Murphree, and Mr. Olson, and Mr. Westervelt on July 2; and from Ms. Owen on July 6.
