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Board Officer/DOE Comments
Ms. Halsey asked Mr. Olson if there was anything from the recent chairs meeting that the board should know. Mr. Olson said that ORSSAB’s top three issues were well received. Inés Triay nodded vigorously at some of the points made…particularly about the ORNL central stack issue and long-term stewardship. No recommendations were generated at the meeting. There was almost a recommendation about not holding the EM Advisory Board and EM SSAB meetings concurrently, but the message about it was transmitted to Triay informally. Barry Gaffney, who discussed the budget, said that $50M got added to Oak Ridge’s budget. One thing that could affect us is that Portsmouth and Paducah are concerned about the lack of space at their sites for interring buildings demolition rubble. Mr. Olson suggested to them that a better job of segregating rubble might help. 
Mr. Westervelt suggested the board not forget about comments made at the retreat regarding the number of experienced board members leaving next year. Mr. Murphree agreed and mentioned that it’s one of the items on the agenda for the upcoming Executive Committee work session. 
Ms. Halsey provided an update on the FY 2011 DOE-Oak Ridge EM budget request. The president’s budget for Oak Ridge was $450M, but because of a likely continuing resolution, the guidance is for sites to work under last year’s funding level or at the lower of the Senate and House marks. As a result, Oak Ridge will likely start FY 2011 at $411M, which is well below what is needed. 

Mr. Murphree asked if there would be reallocation of unused Recovery Act funds. Ms. Halsey said that DOE has gone through a significant effort to get ‘buy back projects’ funded and allocated by next Thursday. Only after every site has had an opportunity to use their funds in the time allocated will we know if there’s money to be reallocated. There will probably be some money released after October. 
Mr. Murphree asked about the status of the K-33demolition bid process. Ms. Halsey said LATA-Sharp got the project, and the General Accounting Office determined that the bid process was done correctly. Mr. Westervelt said that for $51M to do the project, LATA-Sharp should be able to complete it on budget or under budget, and the board should flag it if they don’t. 
Monthly Board Meetings
October 13 – The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). Ms. Halsey said that the budget presentation will go forward. She does not know who the presenter will be at this time. Mr. Olson remarked that at the retreat John Eschenberg made a plea for the board’s input on the budget, but it’s unclear how that’s going to play out in relation to the board’s work plan. 
November 10 – The committee reviewed a list of potential presentation topics (Attachment 2). Mr. Westervelt said that Stan Mitchell suggested a 20-year perspective on the EM cleanup program and how things have improved (or not). Mr. Olson suggested that such a presentation be recorded and shown to new board members. Mr. Murphree suggested extending the presentation out to 2039, when EM program work in Oak Ridge is to be completed, to give an idea of what the end state is. Mr. Westervelt suggested inviting local newspaper staff to the meeting. 
Mr. Osborne mentioned two issues from the retreat: the comprehensive Oak Ridge Reservation cleanup plan, and the need for a second CERCLA waste facility.
Mr. Olson said there should be some new data from the wells across Clinch River soon. 

Ms. Halsey suggested historic preservation and the K-25 building viability. She also likes the air emission potential and the process for taking down the ORNL central stack.
The committee elected to ask Ms. Halsey to find out if the historical preservation presentation can be ready for the November meeting; if not it will be scheduled for December. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that at its September meeting the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 3) and discussed its FY 2011 work plan. The committee postponed election of FY 2011 officers until all members can be present for the vote.
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its September meeting the committee heard an update on transuranic waste processing. In reviewing the presentation, he “didn’t get the punch line” about whether they’re meeting their processing goals. Ms. Halsey said there’s been a request to extend milestones for both contact- and remote-handled waste until May 30. She heard yesterday that the ball bearings in one of the hot cells have worn out, which will further delay remote-handled work for 3–4 weeks. Mr. Murphree wondered why the project isn’t on schedule since it got so much Recovery Act money. Mr. Westervelt said that the presenters explained at the meeting there were lot of paperwork and other bureaucratic snafus in addition to characterization issues. 
Public Outreach - Ms. Jones reported that the committee met by teleconference in September and discussed a wide variety of topics: the 6-month planning calendar, the November ETEBA Business Opportunity Conference, the recent meeting with Oak Ridge Observer editor Stan Mitchell, a float in the Oak Ridge Christmas, FY 2010 and FY 2011 work plans, and giveaway pens. Ted Lundy has offered to write the next guest editorial. FY 2011 officers were elected: Ms Jones was elected chair, and Maggie Owen was elected vice chair. Mr. Murphree asked that those who volunteered to staff the ETEBA booth be reminded of the schedule.
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner reported that in September the committee heard about proposed changes to the Long-term Stewardship Implementation Plan. The committee also approved his travel request for the Grand Junction Long-Term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference and discussed the conference agenda and particularly the stakeholder’s panel, in which Mr. Murphree will participate. 
Other Business
Travel - Mr. Osborne reported that requests have been received from Mr. Bonner, Mr. Murphree, Ms. Jones, and Maggie Owen for the Grand Junction Long-Term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference. The requests were received yesterday, so an estimate of travel costs has not yet been generated by DOE. The committee agree to go ahead and approve the requests. 

Mr. Dixon suggested recognizing Tina Pooler of the DOE Travel Office for her outstanding support of ORSSAB member travel. The committee concurred. Mr. Murphree asked staff to write a letter for his signature. 

Executive Committee Work Session - The committee discussed the draft agenda for an Executive Committee work session to discuss work plan development (Attachment 4). The committee agreed to schedule the work session for October 21 at 5:00. Mr. Murphree asked members to send any suggestions for changes to agenda to him or staff. 
Draft Legacy Management Strategic Plan - Mr. Murphree remarked that he received a copy the plan, and he thinks the board should provide some sort of comment. Ms. Halsey said that the board as a whole cannot comment because the plan was generated by the DOE Office of Legacy Management, not EM. Members can send comments individually, however.

Weapons Complex - Mr. Murphree mentioned that he got some new information recently about his presentation at the upcoming Weapons Complex Monitor Decision-makers Forum.

5-Year Review Visits - Mr. Bonner said that DOE is conducting a series of visits to remediated areas on and near the Oak Ridge Reservation in preparation for the next CERCLA  Five-year Review. He will be going on the Lower and Upper East Fork Poplar Creek visits.
