Monthly Board Meetings
January 11 Presentation Review – The committee discussed the January 11 presentation by Brian Henry on 

Asset Revitalization and Reuse. No additional issues were raised. 
Action Items from the January 11 Board Meeting – Mr. Adler provided a list of responses to outstanding action items (Attachment 1) and briefly explained each response. 
February 8 Agenda – The committee members present reviewed the February 8 agenda (Attachment 2) and had no changes or suggestions. 
Mr. Adler said Alan Stokes will be making the presentation on budget and prioritization to start the process of having the board provide a recommendation on the FY 2014 DOE Oak Ridge Environmental Management (EM) budget request. 

March 14 Presentation – Mr. Adler said Jim Kopotic will provide a presentation on the East Tennessee Technology Park cleanup status, which fulfills Action Item 3 on Attachment 1.

Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process – 
1. December/January Cost Report – Mr. Paulus said the Board Finance & Process Committee reviewed the cost report (Attachment 3) and found current costs to be in line with the budget. He noted that scheduled travel for February and March will exhaust the travel budget for the year with at least two more trips scheduled to the EM SSAB chairs’ meetings in the spring and fall to Paducah, Ky., and Hanford, Wash.

2. Request for Approval for 2012 Annual Planning Meeting Location and Costs – Mr. Paulus said the Board Finance & Process Committee concurred with a recommendation to have the 2012 annual meeting at the Holiday Inn in Pigeon Forge, Tenn. Lacking a quorum of the Executive Committee, the request was tabled. Staff will email all Executive Committee members asking for concurrence on the recommendation.

3. FY 2013 ORSSAB Budget Request - Mr. Paulus said the Board Finance & Process Committee reviewed the FY 2013 ORSSAB budget request (Attachment 4). Mr. Paulus said the committee tabled the request until questions can be answered about publishing the Advocate newsletter electronically, prioritizing travel requests, and verifying the accuracy of projected staff costs.

4. Request for Approval for Touch-Screen Monitor Warranty Extensions – Mr. Paulus said the Board Finance & Process Committee concurred with the expenditure request (Attachment 5). Lacking a quorum of the Executive Committee, however, the request was tabled. Staff will email all Executive Committee members asking for concurrence on the request.
5. Request to Travel to the Nevada National Security Site and the Waste Isolation Pilot Plant – Mr. Paulus said the Board Finance & Process Committee concurred with the travel request (Attachment 6). Lacking a quorum of the Executive Committee, however, the request was tabled. Staff will email all Executive Committee members asking for concurrence on the request.

EM – Committee Chair Hatcher was not present. Ms. Owen reported that the committee heard a presentation on the process to locate a second waste disposal facility on the Oak Ridge Reservation. Mr. Adler said DOE and the public have gone through this process previously with the EM Waste Management Facility. He said people have different opinions about locating a waste disposal facility. He said there is a view of finding the most ideal site, and there is a view of trading off ideal siting features with future land use features. The decision is still months away; a focused feasibility study will be completed this fall that will report on available options.
Public Outreach – Ms. Jones reported that the committee’s next conference call has been changed to Tuesday, January 31.
Stewardship – Committee Chair Stow was not present. Mr. Gross reported that the committee had an update on the status of developing a geographical information system for the reservation. When the system is complete, users will be able to hover a computer mouse over areas of the reservation map and information will pop up about contamination, remediation efforts, land use controls, deed restrictions, and so on. 

The committee also received an update on the status of changing the National Priorities List boundary designation of the reservation to include only areas that have contamination. The physical boundaries of the reservation will not change, just the designated areas of contamination. Mr. Adler said a piece of that process is determining shallow groundwater contamination, which is expected to be complete in a few quarters. He said groundwater and shallow groundwater that is clean will allow DOE to refine what is or is not contaminated. The benefits of the process will help the public understand that the reservation is not nearly as contaminated as is generally thought and, in the future, portions of the reservation could be made available for transfer to the private sector.

At the request of Mr. Stow, Mr. Gross noted that currently there are only three board members who sit on the Stewardship Committee: Mr. Stow as chair, Ron Murphree as vice chair, and Scott McKinney. Both Mr. Stow and Mr. Murphree rotate off the board in June. Mr. Stow had wanted the Executive to begin thinking about this and how to approach the problem.

Mr. Adler restated a position he has had for some time that many things in stewardship are also related to the EM Committee, and he thought the board should consider combining the two. He said there is considerable overlap in the interests of the committees. He said one argument against combining is that EM already has a large workload. Another is that if there is no dedicated Stewardship Committee at some point in the future when DOE EM’s work is complete and goes away, there will be no entity responsible for stewardship, and all the effort gone into stewardship would be wasted. He pointed out that Oak Ridge is where the concept of stewardship was born and the site has received national attention for its stewardship efforts. He didn’t believe the loss of the Stewardship Committee would diminish the importance of maintaining stewardship in Oak Ridge because DOE is aware of its importance. 

Mr. Paulus suggested the issue be brought up at the next board meeting. He said there are several new board members who could be encouraged to join the committee as well as three new members who have been appointed to the board. 
Ms. Owen agreed with the idea, but noted that if there is little interest among the board members consideration should be given to folding the Stewardship Committee in with EM. She noted that a number of the public members of Stewardship also come to the EM Committee meetings. Mr. Adler said he would be interested in hearing what Mr. Stow thought about the idea.
Other Business
Membership Table – The most recent board membership table was distributed (Attachment 7). Ms. Owen noted that the board will lose four members in June – three by term limits (Gloria Mei, Ron Murphree, and Steve Stow) and one by declining re-appointment, Ms. Jones. 
Three new members will join the board in February – Jacqueline Hagy, Coralie Staley, and Robert Stansfield.

New Member Orientation – Mr. Gross said he is updating the new member orientation manual in anticipation of the new members and is putting together orientation notebooks for them. Mr. Stow will be asked to lead a brief orientation session for the new members prior to the February 8 meeting.

4. Staff will ask Steve Stow to discuss at the February 8 board meeting his concerns regarding the impending loss of two of the three Stewardship Committee members in June.

5. Mr. Stow will be asked to lead an orientation session for new members prior to the February 8 meeting.
