Monthly Board Meetings
October 12 Presentation Issues - The committee discussed the presentation by Mr. Adler on the Bear Creek Burial Grounds interim actions evaluation. No additional issues were raised.
November 9 Agenda - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will focus on the ORNL hot cells cleanup project in Buildings 3026 and 3038. 
FY 2012 Presentation Topics - Mr. Adler said he has not yet developed the suggested list of presentation topics for the rest of FY 2012.
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process – Mr. Paulus reported that at its meeting earlier this evening the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 2). Mr. Juarez added that the annual meeting planning committee will make a recommendation at the November committee meeting on a preferred location for the meeting.
EM - Mr. Hatcher reported that at its October meeting the committee heard a presentation on K-25/K-27 demolition work. In November the committee will discuss mercury abatement at Y-12 National Security Complex and the related permit process.
Public Outreach - Ms. Jones reported that the committee met at the DOE Information Center for its October meeting. It discussed the six‑month planning calendar, the new museum display, the FY 2011 annual report editorial plan and schedule, the quarterly newspaper editorial, a presentation to Hardin Valley Academy, and advertising in the Clinton Courier. The committee then heard a presentation on how to use Facebook by Amira Sakalla and Ben Williams. Howard Holmes suggested at the meeting that the public have access to ORSSAB members’ contact information as a way to provide their input to the Environmental Management program. Mr. Adler said that might not be allowable because it may violate provisions of the Privacy Act.

Ms. Owen asked what the subject of the quarterly newspaper editorial will be. Ms. Jones said that Howard Holmes is planning to write it on the prevalence of thyroid disorder in the area. Mr. Adler reminded the committee that all ORSSAB editorials and news releases must go through the DOE Public Affairs Office for concurrence.
Stewardship - Mr. Stow reported that in October the committee reviewed the draft DOE fact sheet establishing a site transition process upon completion of remediation at ongoing mission sites. The committee generated six or seven recommendations on how the fact sheet could be improved. Representatives from DOE Headquarters will be attending the committee’s November meeting to discuss the fact sheet. 
Mr. Hatcher asked if the original families who were evicted from Oak Ridge Reservation land were ever asked if they wanted their land back should it be released from DOE control. Mr. Adler said a process has been established for release of land: DOE is first obligated to offer land to DOE mission needs, then to the city of Oak Ridge, then to free market release. There is not a first right of refusal for original owners. 
Other Business
Historic Preservation – Mr. Stow announced that DOE has released its Preferred Mitigation Plan for Site Interpretation of East Tennessee Technology Park and a draft Memorandum of Understanding on Historic Preservation. A meeting of the consulting parties to the memorandum will be held November 17. He and Ron Murphree are developing a short position paper on the mitigation plan that will be presented at the November 9 ORSSAB meeting. He asked that it be added to the meeting agenda.
Travel – The committee approved requests from David Hemelright, Howard Holmes, and Gloria Mei for travel to the Perma-Fix Mixed and Low-Level Waste Management Forum (Attachment 3). 
November Committee Meeting - The committee set the date of the November Board Finance & Process and Executive meetings for Tuesday, Nov. 29.
