Monthly Board Meetings
March 14 Review - The committee discussed the presentation on the East Tennessee Technology Park cleanup and agreed there were no issues to be addressed resulting from the presentation. 
April 11 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will focus on the U-233 project at Oak Ridge National Laboratory. Ms. Owen asked if committee members had any issues they would like for the presenter to discuss. There were none.

The committee reviewed the “Recommendations on the FY 2014 DOE Oak Ridge Environmental Management (EM) Budget Request” (Attachment 2). Mr. Valunas pointed out that the draft is the consensus of the board’s EM Budget & Prioritization Committee input. 
The Executive Committee, having only received the recommendation during this evening’s meeting, declined to take any action on the recommendation but did agree to place it on the April 11 board agenda. Mr. Juarez asked that the recommendation be emailed to the entire board prior to the meeting. 
May 9 - The presentation will be an overview of the Federal Advisory Committee Act by the EM SSAB Designated Federal Officer, Cate Alexander. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Paulus reported that at its meeting earlier this evening, the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 3). He said the FY 2013 ORSSAB budget request (Attachment 4) has been set by DOE at $380K and that since the 2014 Oak Ridge EM budget request is already at Headquarters, it’s too late for the SSAB to affect its own 2014 budget. It will therefore likely receive $380K again in 2014. Mr. Paulus said he suggests submitting a formal request to DOE for $380K in FY 2014 and then start assessing the SSAB’s needs for FY 2015 this fall. The standing ORSSAB committees should develop their budgets in September or October, and then the Board Finance & Process Committee will create an overall budget request for the Executive Committee to submit to DOE in the November-December timeframe. 
EM – Mr. Martin reported that the committee did not meet in March. In April the committee will discuss the mercury recommendation again and receive an update on the Transuranic Waste Processing Center. A trip to the center may be planned soon. The committee will also review a strategy planning document for removing salt from Molten Salt Reactor Experiment.
Public Outreach - Mr. Hemelright reported that the committee held its teleconference on March 27. Betty Jones resigned as committee chair, and he was elected to replace her. Scott McKinney was elected vice chair. The committee discussed its exhibit at the American Museum of Science and Energy, and David Martin has offered to contact the museum about their Oak Ridge Reservation tours. He is thinking about meeting the tour bus when it stops at the East Tennessee Technology Park overlook to give a short presentation about the board. The committee also discussed the Oak Ridge Earth Day event.
Mr. Juarez asked if anyone from the Public Outreach Committee is making presentations to the high schools. Mr. Osborne said that former ORSSAB member Tim Myrick is still doing it for the board. Mr. Juarez suggested that someone from the Public Outreach Committee take over from Mr. Myrick soon. Mr. Osborne said he would add it to next Public Outreach Committee agenda.
