Monthly Board Meetings
July 11 Review - The committee discussed the presentation on ATSDR public health activities and agreed there were no issues resulting from the presentation to be addressed. 
Mr. Adler noted that during the presentation Mr. Hanley spoke only to the human health risks of mercury. DOE also must address other parameters in dealing with mercury, he said, such as insuring that biota are safe and regulatory requirements are met. Issues associated with having mercury on the Y-12 site must also be considered, including worker safety and health. 
Mr. Paulus asked if there are facilities at Y-12 that need to be torn down so mercury abatement can be done on a building-by-building basis. Mr. Adler said that a direct relationship exists between building demolition and mercury cleanup at the site. A large amount of mercury resides within and beneath buildings. It appears that the passage of mercury off the site is relatively low, but DOE needs to guard against the potential for a large mercury flux exiting Y-12 because of future site disturbances, such as building deterioration, or major weather events. 
The committee discussed the open action item from the meeting: “Mr. Hanley will supply the name of the document he mentioned that details the differences between ATSDR’s public health assessment process versus an EPA environmental risk assessment.” Mr. Osborne reported that the document was distributed to the board last week. 
August 18 - The committee reviewed the final meeting agenda (Attachment 1), and Mr. Osborne discussed the status of planning and logistics for the annual meeting. 
September 12 - The presentation will focus on the status of Oak Ridge National Laboratory Environmental Management activities. Laura Wilkerson will be the presenter. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Paulus reported that the board is in good shape financially and should have a sizeable carryover again this year. 
The ORSSAB monthly costs report was distributed at the meeting as Attachment 2.
EM - Mr. Osborne reported that at its July meeting the committee heard a presentation by Don Dunning on progress toward implementation of the Upper East Fork of Poplar Creek Record of Decision. The committee also discussed the upcoming August 15-16 meeting with Dan Goode, the USGS hydrologist. Mr. Goode may participate in the August EM committee meeting.
Public Outreach - Mr. Hemelright reported that during its July teleconference the committee reviewed its 6‑month planning calendar and a list of FY 2012 committee accomplishments and 2013 carryover activities. 

Two versions of the board’s Public Environmental Survey have been posted on the SurveyMonkey.com website, he said. One version will gather input from the board’s regular mailing list. The other will gather input from 100 households in surrounding counties that committee members selected on a random basis. By doing two versions of the survey, the committee can track how many responses are received from the random mailing.
Stewardship – Ms. Staley reported that at its July meeting the committee reviewed the draft site transition fact sheet. One more piece of information is needed to determine if the fact sheet is complete, she said, so it will be discussed again at the committee’s August meeting. The committee also discussed its FY 2012 accomplishments and 2013 carryover activities, and is looking into presenting the land use manager topic at the spring chairs meeting.
Nominating - Mr. Paulus reported that the Nominating Committee has been working to come up with a slate of candidates for FY 2013 officers and may have more than one candidate for some offices. He asked if it is acceptable to have multiple candidates for an office. Executive Committee members agreed that it is.
Other Business
Outreach to Channel 10 - Mr. Hemelright said he could not provide an update on outreach to Channel 10, as Scott McKinney (who is contacting the station) did not participate in the July Public Outreach Committee teleconference to brief the committee.
Student Representative - Mr. Osborne reported that the new student representative from Oak Ridge High School has missed three board meetings in a row without notifying staff either beforehand or after. Per Executive Committee direction at its June meeting, he contacted the student to tell him that the board has decided to provide the opportunity to another student. A replacement has been requested from the high school. 
FY 2012 Accomplishments - Mr. Osborne distributed a list of FY 2012 accomplishments compiled from the ORSSAB standing committees (Attachment 3). He explained that each year before the annual planning meeting, the board chair or the Executive Committee determines which of the accomplishments should be included in a master list of overall board accomplishments.
The committee discussed the submissions and selected the following:
1. Drafted a white paper on the complexities of the Oak Ridge Reservation with regard to DOE EM cleanup challenges. The white paper was turned into a recommendation that the full board sent to DOE EM to use in making a case for budget allocations. 
2. Established the ORSSAB Facebook and YouTube sites.

3. Finalized the six new ORSSAB ‘infomercials’. Posted them to the board’s Facebook and YouTube accounts, and distributed them to area television stations for use as public service announcements. HQ sent the YouTube link to all the other SSABs and HQ SSAB personnel.

4. Published four Advocate newsletters, the annual Public Environmental Survey, and ORSSAB monthly meeting videos for area cable stations.
