Discussion
Follow-up on Picket Wells Topic - Mr. Bass explained that the Public Outreach Committee became interested in the presentation made at the October 16 meeting of the EM and Stewardship committees when it seemed the board might needed to do some follow-up outreach on the issue. Differing data interpretations regarding sampling at offsite wells were presented at the meeting by DOE and TDEC, resulting in some concern among members of the public who attended. 
Mr. Adler said that there were no new sampling results to present at this time, and DOE’s position is that there is no significant contamination migrating offsite to residential wells. Nonetheless, he has undertaken calling the four affected well owners to discuss the matter with them personally. The one owner he reached had no concerns at all. He left messages for the others, so he assumes that he will hear back from them if have concerns about the issue. 
Mr. Adler said he thought that there was no need for the Public Outreach Committee to take action on the matter at this time, given that DOE is contacting the well owners. The committee members agreed, but Mr. Bass asked that DOE and TDEC present this information at the February board meeting so that all the members are informed about where the issue stands. 
Presentations List - The committee reviewed the list of local organizations to which the committee might make presentations (Attachment 1) and agreed to target four groups first: Advocates for the Oak Ridge Reservation, Oak Ridge Rotary, Leadership Oak Ridge, and Oak Ridge Lions Club. Staff was asked to send out letters. 
Stakeholder Survey - The committee discussed the Stakeholder Survey and the method of its distribution (Attachment 2). Mr. Bass suggested that the survey been edited to remove acronyms and terms the general public may not know, such as brownfield. He also thought the number of questions should be cut to make the survey quicker and easier to complete. The committee thought the distribution methods were adequate. Staff was asked to put rewording and streamlining of the questions on the committee’s work plan sometime before the distribution date in June.
Channel 15 - The committee reviewed a list of board presentations compiled by staff that might make good presentations on Channel 15 (Attachment 3). Mr. Westervelt though that presentations one, three, and seven would be good to start with. Mr. Haygood said he spoke with Channel 15 director Steve Cinnamon about broadcasting ORSSAB presentations, and Mr. Cinnamon said there should be no problem. Mr. Osborne said he would start formatting the presentations and work with Mr. Cinnamon to get them aired.
6-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the 6-Month Planning Calendar (Attachment 4). Mr. Osborne reported that the American Museum of Science and Energy has extended an invitation for ORSSAB to participate in an Earth Day event at the Oak Ridge Civic Center on Sat., April 12, from 1–5 p.m. The committee agreed that the event would be worth pursuing. Mr. Osborne offered to begin planning and start the process for getting volunteers to staff the booth.
Mr. Osborne noted that a presentation should be scheduled in February or March for Roane County High School, from which one of the next two student representatives will be selected. Mr. Bass offered to do the presentation. Mr. Haygood noted that the new Hardin Valley high school will be operational in August, so it might be a good choice for a student representative in the 2009–2010 school year. Mr. Osborne offered to add it to the Executive Committee’s list of schools for consideration.

FY 2009 Budget Request - Because the committee’s January meeting, originally scheduled for the 22nd , was postponed until the 30th because of inclement weather, the budget request (Attachment 5) was approved by email in order to meet the deadline for submitting it to the Board Finance & Process Committee by January 24.
