Discussion
Advocate Editorial Plan - The committee reviewed the draft Advocate editorial plan (Attachment 1). Mr. Westervelt suggested adding a story on the DOE Environmental Management program budget and highlighting some recent program accomplishments, if there are any of note.
Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the 6-Month Planning Calendar (Attachment 2), and Mr. Osborne reported on several items:

· The president of the Oak Ridge Rotary Club has given our request to the program chair, Steve Wyatt, for scheduling. We should hear something next week.
· Carol Smallridge at Leadership Oak Ridge said their schedule is full, but Leadership members might visit one of our meetings as a special project. Information about ORSSAB meetings was provided.
· The program chair of the Oak Ridge Lions Club called yesterday to say that they would be happy to have a presentation anytime in March or April. They meet the 2nd and 4th Mondays of the month at 6:30 p.m. at Trinity United Methodist Church in Oak Ridge.
· Cindy Holmes at Roane County High School suggests that presentations be given during her 1st, 3rd, and 6th period classes, although that would require Mr. Bass to be at the school nearly all day. A group meeting can be arranged during study hall, but some students will have other commitments during that time, such as band or clubs.
· No additional information has come in from the American Museum of Science and Energy regarding their Earth Day event at the Oak Ridge Civic Center on April 12. Mr. Osborne will contact them if nothing is received by the March 12 board meeting since that will be the best time for getting volunteers to staff the ORSSAB booth.

Chairs Meeting Topics - The committee discussed suggestions for the chairs meeting round robin on top three site issues and reviewed previous meeting suggestions (Attachment 3). The committee endorsed listing stewardship, ETTP/K-25, and the Integrated Facility Disposition Project as ORSSAB’s current top three issues. Mr. Mulvenon recommended that some mention of our student representative program be made at the chairs meeting. Mr. Stow added that public perception of the SSABs would be a good topic for discussion.
