Discussion
Earth Day Planning - The committee reviewed the logistics list and sign-up sheet for the event (Attachment 1). Mr. Westervelt suggested taking copies of the board’s Stakeholder Survey (see discussion of format below). Mr. Osborne offered to have copies made in time for the Earth Day event. He suggested the response date be removed and that this version of the survey be color coded to distinguish it from those mailed out in advance of the board’s annual planning retreat. 
Mr. Osborne said that no additional information has come in yet from the American Museum of Science and Energy regarding Earth Day event setup. Mr. Osborne said that in early April he will contact volunteers who have offered to staff the ORSSAB booth to finalize the staffing schedule.
Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the 6-Month Planning Calendar (Attachment 2) and discussed the status of presentations to the Oak Ridge Lions Club, Oak Ridge Rotary, Advocates for the Oak Ridge Reservation, and Leadership Oak Ridge. 
Mr. Osborne reported that:

· Steve Stow has volunteered to give the Oak Ridge Lions Club presentation.
· The Oak Ridge Rotary Club presentation has been set for April 3 with Bill Bass as presenter. 
· Carol Smallridge at Leadership Oak Ridge said their schedule is full, but Leadership members might visit one of our meetings as a special project. 
· Bill Bass gave two presentations at Roane County High School on March 14. Several students were interested in serving on ORSSAB.
Mr. Mulvenon noted that the schedule for the Oak Ridge League of Women Voters is full this year. 
Mr. Mead said that the Roane County Emergency Planning Committee is always looking for short presentations. Mr. Mulvenon said he has contact information for the committee and will supply it to staff. 
Mr. Osborne offered to put the Oak Ridge Library list of local organizations on the committee’s April calendar for consideration of new presentation opportunities. 
(Following the meeting, Mr. Mead mentioned that the Anderson County Fair might be a good outreach opportunity for the board. Mr. Osborne offered to put in on the committee’s April agenda for consideration.)
Stakeholder Survey - The committee reviewed last year’s survey (Attachment 3) and recommended that the same general format be used. Mr. Mead suggested, though, that instead of asking respondents to simply check off the cleanup issues that they think are important that they be asked to rank the top five. The question about what single issue is the most important could then be deleted, leaving more room for the “Other concerns” line. The committee agreed with the changes. Mr. Bass recommended that the survey be added to the board’s web site on an ongoing basis. Mr. Osborne said he would add it.
Work Plan - The committee reviewed the plan (Attachment 4).
