Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1) and discussed the quarterly newspaper guest editorial. Mr. Westervelt said he had written the next editorial and that it will be sent to newspapers this week. 
Museum Exhibit - The committee reviewed a draft program (Attachment 2) for the first of the three touch-screen kiosks. Mr. Osborne walked the committee through the program and explained how the various elements work. Mr. Akins suggested that DOE jargon be made more understandable to the lay public since those unfamiliar with the Environmental Management Program will be confused by terms such as “Core Hole 8.” He also suggested that the program reference the East Tennessee Technology Park as “Heritage Center,” since that’s the term more familiar to the public. Mr. Westervelt asked when the committee needed to comment on the program. Mr. Osborne said within two weeks.
