Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that he and Tim Myrick met with Hardin Valley Academy STEM Dean Debbie Sayer today to discuss Mr. Myrick’s presentation to AP Chemistry classes in February. An additional presentation may be made by Mr. Myrick to AP Biology and Ecology classes, based on how well the presentation is received by the chemistry students. In addition, a 20-minute general overview of the Oak Ridge cleanup program may be scheduled for some 400 students sometime after that.

Mr. Osborne said he has been in touch with Clinton High School, and a presentation there is in the works for February. Presentations have also been set up for the Kiwanis Club of Knoxville and the Rotary Club of Farragut.

Mr. Osborne said he received an email this week from the Knoxville EarthFest organizers announcing April 17 as the date of this year’s festival at Pellissippi State Technical Community College. Applications are due by April 10th. Ms. Owen said thought this would be a good opportunity for the board, and she asked that it be placed on the calendar. Mr. Osborne added that he has not yet received word from the Oak Ridge Earth Day group about the date of their event.
Mr. Lundy mentioned that he is available to begin making outreach presentations if needed. Mr. Osborne said he would send Mr. Lundy information about the upcoming events so he could attend and start learning the presentation.

Recommendation on Special Public Meetings – The committee reviewed the final draft of the “Recommendation to Establish a Procedure for Special Public Meetings” (Attachment 2) and agreed it was ready to go forward to the Executive Committee for concurrence and to the board for approval. 
Museum Update – Mr. Osborne reported that the expenditure request for the kiosk was approved, so work is progressing in purchasing the touch-screen monitors and CPUs. The board’s support contractor is working with museum staff to see if the kiosk construction materials can be purchased at a discount. Mr. Osborne said he will begin developing the next touch-screen monitor program on historic preservation, and he has asked Spencer Gross to work with the Stewardship Committee to develop the third program on stewardship.
