Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1) and discussed upcoming presentation opportunities. Mr. Osborne reported that he received an email from the Knoxville Kiwanis Club requesting a presentation, but it’s not until February. He is pursuing other clubs, but so far no other presentations are in the works other than the November 9 presentation to the American Society for Mechanical Engineers. 

Ms. Owen reported that she was able to get a discount on the registration fee for East Tennessee Chapter of the Health Physics Society’s annual vendors’ dinner meeting on December 10. Instead of $250, ORSSAB will pay $50, but only one meal will be provided instead of two.
Mr. Osborne asked how the committee wished to proceed in publishing the next quarterly newspaper guest editorial. Mr. Westervelt said he wrote the last one, and he will email it out to members so they can see what’s involved. 

FY 2009 Annual Report - The committee reviewed a draft FY 2009 annual report plan and schedule (Attachment 2). Mr. Osborne asked if committee members wished to change anything about the format of the last report. Mr. Akins suggested the cover photo be updated to show a more recent shot of the K-25 demolition. Mr. Osborne said he would send out the report’s distribution list so members can review it for additions or deletions.
Intergovernmental Meeting with DOE – Mr. Lundy said that during the 2009 Intergovernmental Meeting with DOE, held last week in New Orleans, a strong point was made that communication between DOE and stakeholders is essential to environmental cleanup efforts, which to him means that the Public Outreach Committee is the most important ORSSAB committee. Also, mention was made at the meeting that American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding for the K-27 building had been pulled because of work performance issues. Mr. Akins said that this conflicts with a news release he read yesterday stating that a $2 million contract had been awarded to remove asbestos from K-27. Ms. Owen said that both points were true. Some new work has been awarded and other work is ongoing, but a lot of money has been transferred to other projects, representing a significant decrease in overall funding.
Ms. Owen, who also attended the meeting, said that she was impressed by a remark that community outreach related to DOE projects needs to be extended to even younger audiences than the high schoolers who participate in some DOE-sponsored educational events. 
Mr. Westervelt asked if she proposed tailoring the board’s outreach presentation to middle-schoolers. Ms. Owen wasn’t certain, but she thought some effort should be made. Mr. Akins suggested that the committee contact the American Museum of Science and Energy about including information related to environmental cleanup in their educational outreach efforts. Mr. Osborne said that before the committee does that, that someone from the Environmental Management Program should be brought on board with the idea. He offered to discuss the topic with Pat Halsey.
Museum Update – Mr. Osborne said that he met with museum staff to discuss constructing the new kiosk, but he has not had time to work on any new programs for the touch-screen monitors. He should be able to get back on that task this week. 
Stakeholder Survey – Ms. Owen distributed a revision to the survey for the committee’s review (Attachment 3). She questioned the value of including the second item (“Which of the following best describe the primary ORSSAB mission”). The committee agreed to drop it from the survey. Mr. Westervelt recommended combining items 5, 6, and 9 since they are very similar in nature. Ms. Owen agreed to make the changes and will redistribute the updated version for one more review.
Mr. Akins reported that he had looked into obtaining access to email lists of organizations and entities that could be added to the Stakeholder Survey distribution. He suggested that once the survey revisions are complete that he could have someone at his firm turn it into a “survey monkey” form that can be emailed out. He also suggested that the committee consider sending the survey out to people on DOE’s public involvement mailing lists. He said he would discuss that aspect with John Shewairy of the DOE Public Affairs Office.
Action Items – Mr. Akins said he, Mr. Mead, and Mr. Stow will meet Friday regarding the action to develop a strategy for calling special meetings when issues/crises come up. Mr. Osborne said he is still working on finding someone to do the artist’s rendition of the proposed museum display.
