Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that he has been focusing on high school presentations since most civic clubs will be occupied with holiday events this time of year. He has been in contact with Hardin Valley Academy and Clinton High School, and presentations to both schools are in the works for January. The January Advocate newsletter is at the printers, and the FY 2009 annual report will go early next week.
Mr. Stow mentioned that he recently received a solicitation from Joe Carson for ORSSAB to endorse the Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics educational initiative in the state. He forwarded it to Ron Murphree for action.
Ms. Jones said that the Health Physics Society’s vendors’ dinner meeting on December 10 went very well. Several of the committee’s Public Environmental Surveys were distributed and completed at the event.
Ms. Owen said she recently handed out a number of surveys at K-25. Twenty-six had been completed, and she brought them this evening to give to staff.

Process for Calling Special Public Meetings – Mr. Osborne distributed the checklist, cover letter, and background for the “Recommendation to Establish a Procedure for Special Public Meetings” (Attachment 2). Also included were some comments that had been made on the recommendation. He said he has been trying to get Steve Mead’s input on the comments, but he has been unable to reach him. The recommendation is therefore not finished and is not ready to go forward to the Executive Committee for concurrence. Ms. Owen said it could go next month.
Survey – Mr. Osborne distributed copies of the printed “Public Environmental Survey” (Attachment 3). Ms. Owen pointed out that some members of the public misinterpret the directions in Section 2 of the survey, and instead of ranking just four items from 1 to 4, they rate each of the survey items. Mr. Stow said it would probably be impossible to word the directions so that everyone interprets them the same way.


Museum Update – Mr. Osborne showed the committee the photo mural designed by the DOE Graphics Department that will wrap around the outside of the new museum kiosk. He explained the concept for overlaying the mural with text and photos in a way that will allow the committee to change out portions of the kiosk without having to redo the entire mural. The committee generally supported the concept but would like to see the next iteration of the design showing the overlays. 
Mr. Stow asked where the photo was taken. It’s not immediately apparent that it’s a photo from the Oak Ridge Reservation, and he thinks it’s important that the photo be reservation related. Mr. Osborne did not know, but he offered to find out.
Mr. Osborne distributed an expenditure request for the kiosk (Attachment 4). The committee concurred with the expenditure. Mr. Osborne said he will forward it to the Board Finance & Process and Executive committees for concurrence and approval.
FY 2011 Budget Request – The committee reviewed its FY 2010 budget request (Attachment 5), which was distributed to use as a go-by in developing the committee’s FY 2011 request. The committee recommended no changes for FY 2011. Mr. Stow asked staff to update the 2010 request to reflect the $9,000 being requested for the museum update.
