Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that he accompanied Tim Myrick to Hardin Valley Academy on February 8 for Mr. Myrick’s presentation to two advanced placement chemistry classes. A second round of presentations to ecology classes will be done on February 26. In addition, a 20-minute general overview of the Oak Ridge cleanup program may be scheduled for some 400 students sometime after that.

Mr. Osborne said he has been in phone and email contact with Clinton High School, but a presentation there has yet to be finalized. Presentations have been set up for the Rotary Club of Farragut on February 24 and the Kiwanis Club of Northside Knoxville on April 7.

Mr. Stow remarked that he did not make it to the presentation scheduled for February 18 to the Knoxville Kiwanis. Mr. Osborne said he talked to the Kiwanis program director, who  has rescheduled it for April 22.

The committee discussed participation in the Knoxville EarthFest celebration on April 17 and the Oak Ridge Earth Day festival on April 24. Mr. Westervelt recommended that staff pass sign-up sheets at the March board meeting to get commitments from board members to staff the ORSSAB booth. Ms. Owen suggested that sheets for both events be circulated. The committee can then make a decision at its March meeting whether to try to staff just one event or both, based on the sign-ups received.
Advocate Newsletter – The committee reviewed the draft editorial plan and schedule for the April issue of the Advocate newsletter (Attachment 2). Mr. Akins suggested adding an article about the upcoming chairs meeting in Oak Ridge. Mr. Westervelt asked that something be added about what’s going on at the East Tennessee Technology Park, particularly with K-25, K-27, K-33.

Chairs Meeting Topics – The committee reviewed the ORSSAB top three issues presented at the Idaho chairs meeting (Attachment 3) and generated suggestions for issues to be discussed at the April meeting:
· Budget and project prioritization, including the challenge of funding remaining Integrated Facility Disposition Program work after American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds are expended; the projected $50M budget shortfall in FY 2011; and the question of whether it’s appropriate to spend funds on tearing down K-33 when ongoing environmental risks are left unaddressed
· The K-25 building technicium-99 problem and the over $1B price tag for K-25 D&D

· The recomplete of the prime Oak Ridge EM Program contractor (What will be in the new contract, and how can the public influence it?
Mr. Akins remarked that the last issue is one in which ORSSAB should play a role as a conduit for public input to the contract scope for those who don’t already have some avenue of input, such as through the East Tennessee Economic Council or Energy, Technology, and Environmental Business Association. He recommended that ORSSAB make a request to John Eschenberg in that regard. Mr. Westervelt agreed and said he would raise the issue at the next Executive Committee meeting.
For accomplishments to be presented at the chairs meeting, the committee suggested:

· Work on historic preservation

· The upgrade to the ORSSAB exhibit at the American Museum of Science and Energy

· Some outstanding recommendation(s) the board has made recently, such as the stewardship workshop or the lessons learned from efforts to preserve the north tower of the K-25 building for historic purposes
Museum Update – Mr. Osborne reported that the touch-screen monitors and CPUs for the new kiosk have arrived. He will meet with the board’s support contractor, an artist from the DOE Graphics Department, and museum staff tomorrow to discuss kiosk construction materials in an effort to have the unit built and operational by the end of March. Mr. Osborne showed a quick overview of the next two touch-screen monitor programs, which focus on historic preservation and stewardship. Printed copies will be sent to the committee for review when the programs are more final. Spencer Gross is working with the Stewardship Committee to review the technical content of the stewardship program.
