Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that despite repeated attempts, the presentation at Clinton High School has not yet been scheduled. The head councilor said several times that it would be, but a date was never set. Since the deadline is upon us for selecting ORSSAB students to replace those leaving after the April 14 board meeting, Mr. Osborne said the Executive Committee elected to select a student from Hardin Valley Academy instead of continuing to pursue Clinton High School. 

Mr. Osborne said presentations have been set up for the Kiwanis Club of Northside Knoxville on April 7 and the Kiwanis Club of Knoxville on April 22. Regarding the upcoming Earth Day festivals, he said that a sufficient number of members had volunteered to staff the Oak Ridge event, but only two people signed up for Knoxville, which is a longer event and would require even more volunteers than Oak Ridge. 
Mr. Osborne asked if the committee wished to pursue writing another newspaper editorial. Mr. Westervelt suggested that the outgoing ORSSAB student representatives be asked if they would like to do something on their experience on the board. The committee agreed with the idea. Mr. Westervelt and Mr. Stow volunteered to work with the students on it. Ms. Owen offered to email the students’ mentor, Tim Myrick, to see what he thinks about the idea before contact is made with the students.
Museum Update – Mr. Osborne reported that museum staff have constructed the framework of the kiosk and will begin applying the photo-skin over the framework this week. The DOE Graphics Department is printing the overlay photos and headlines. Approvals have been received for the three touch-screen monitors programs, so they will be loaded to the CPUs by the board’s support contractor this week or next. There is still work to be done in arranging for someone to do the touch-screen voice-overs, but otherwise the kiosk will be finished and operational by the end of March. 
Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2010 plan (Attachment 2). Because of the chairs meeting in late April, the committee elected to move its meeting to April 22 and hold it as a teleconference.
