Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). 
Mr. Osborne said that comments on the draft Advocate newsletter had been received from Mr. Stow and Pat Halsey. These will be incorporated, and the newsletter will go to the printer tomorrow. Kevin Westervelt wrote the editorial that will be published in the Advocate. The editorial will be turned into a news release and issued to papers next week. News releases will also be issued on Tim Myrick’s retirement and on the recent board recommendations.
The committee discussed the suggestion Mr. Westervelt made last month to meet again with local newspaper editors and reporters, beginning with Frank Munger at the News Sentinel. Mr. Akins said it might be counterproductive if we try to meet with them too often, and he wondered what the objective of the meetings would be. If there was a specific news-worthy item to be discussed, it might be worthwhile, he said. The committee elected to postpone further discussion until next month when Mr. Westervelt can participate.
Public Environmental Survey – Mr. Akins reported that he is finalizing arrangements with the DOE Public Affairs Office, which has offered to let ORSSAB distribute its Public Environmental Survey via the office’s email list using a web site “survey monkey” tool. Workers in Mr. Akins’ office have put the survey in format, and once some tweaks are made to the wording of one of the questions, the survey should be ready to go out.
Call for Papers – Mr. Osborne discussed an invitation from DOE-Headquarters for the SSABs across the complex to present papers at the Waste Management 2011 conference (Attachment 2). Finding no immediate takers, he offered to send it out to the entire board for consideration.

Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2010 plan (Attachment 3). Mr. Stow suggested that the new student representatives be encouraged to attend the committee’s next meeting. Mr. Osborne said he would mention it to Betty Jones, who is the students’ mentor.
