Discussion
Social Networking – Ms. Owen said she searched the Facebook website to see if any of the SSABs had pages posted. She could find none. She also looked at some of the other SSABs’ websites to see how they are configured, and she was very impressed with the one by the Savannah River Site Citizens Advisory Board. It’s very colorful and inviting, and has a public message board that allows people to post comments or questions that are then responded to by the board chair or one of the committees. She said she would contact Savannah River to see how that process is working for them.

Mr. Martin noted that Facebook pages are loaded with commercial advertisement, which may be an issue for a DOE-related entity such as ORSSAB.
Six-Month Planning Calendar – The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne said that a news release on the Public Environmental Survey results will be written next week. A proposed date for the meeting with Oak Ridge Observer editor Stan Mitchell has been set for September 10. Kevin Westervelt has already agreed to participate. Ms. Owen and Ms. Jones said they could participate as well. Mr. Osborne said he has not received responses yet for meetings with reporters from the Knoxville News Sentinel or the Oak Ridger. 
Mr. Osborne asked if the committee wished to pursue writing another quarterly guest editorial. Mr. Stow thought Ted Lundy might be interested in doing one, and he recommended that staff ask him. Mr. Stow said he could write something on environmental management through the decades if Mr. Lundy declines.
ETEBA Business Opportunities Conference – The committee reviewed material on the Energy, Technology, and Environmental Business Association’s annual business opportunities conference (Attachment 2), which Kevin Westervelt proposed it as an avenue for ORSSAB outreach. Mr. Osborne said conference organizers have offered ORSSAB a greatly reduced registration fee of $100, which includes two free registrations. They ask that during the three-day event that the booth be staffed at least during the receptions on Monday, November 8, from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m., and Tuesday, November 9, from 4:30 to 6:30 p.m.
Mr. Martin and Mr. Stow said they thought they could help staff the booth. Ms. Jones and Ms. Owen said it would be difficult for them because of their work schedules. Mr. Osborne offered to poll the ORSSAB membership to see if anyone else is interested in participating.
Christmas Float – Ms. Owen discussed entering an ORSSAB float in the Oak Ridge Christmas parade, which will be held Saturday, December 11, at 7:00 p.m. There is no entry fee. Registration forms will be available in mid‑October. Ms. Owen said she has a 16-foot, red utility trailer and a large red truck to pull it with. She and her husband are willing to build and decorate the float, so ORSSAB would simply have to purchase materials. Members would need to staff the float and walk beside it to distribute candy. Parade organizers are asking that candy not be thrown, as it creates a safety hazard when children run into the street to pick it up. The committee agreed to pursue the idea.
East TN Chapter Health Physics Society Vendor’s Meeting – Ms. Owen suggested that the committee skip the meeting this year since ORSSAB had a booth last year and the same people usually to attend the meeting. 

Advocate Newsletter – The committee reviewed the October Advocate editorial plan and schedule (Attachment 3). Mr. Martin remarked that analysis of well samples from areas across the river from Melton Valley should be done soon, so it might make a good lead story for the next newsletter. Mr. Osborne said that if the quarterly editorial cannot be written in time for this issue that he could do a profile of Sondra Sarten. Ms. Owen recommended that the profile be used regardless, as she would like to see more member photos used in the newsletter to help keep it from being so dry. 
Educational Outreach – Mr. Osborne reminded the committee of the discussion at its November 24, 2009, meeting regarding doing some sort of educational outreach via the American Museum of Science and Energy. At the time, Mr. Stow had said that management of the museum is anticipated to be transferred to Oak Ridge Associated Universities, so it might be best to wait until the changeover to take action.
Mr. Stow said there was nothing new to report on the situation. 

Public Environmental Survey – The committee reviewed the survey results related to public outreach (Attachment 4). Mr. Osborne said that only three responses were received from copies distributed to area libraries, ORNL, Y-12, and other locations. About that many were received last year. Given the time and cost involved in distributing to these locations, he recommended the committee focus solely on the mailings and electronic distribution methods. The committee concurred.
Mr. Martin suggested that ORSSAB members be given copies of the survey and ask them to hand them out to people in their communities. Ms. Owen wondered if people know who the ORSSAB members are in their communities. She said that Bechtel Jacobs has video monitors in many locations at East Tennessee Technology Park where they broadcast messages of interest or importance to workers. She worked with staff last March to have notices of ORSSAB meetings and other information posted on the monitors. It might be a good idea to add photographs to the notices to “put a face” on ORSSAB and make the board more personable. Mr. Osborne said he would pursue it and also find out if there are similar video monitors at ORNL and Y-12. He also suggested publishing in plant publications the Advocate biographies of ORSSAB members who work at the plants.
Giveaway Items – Mr. Osborne distributed information on several types of writing pens the committee might consider ordering to give away at outreach events (Attachment 5). The committee selected the least expensive option, a recycled paper pen with a wooden clip. Staff was asked to get a sample for the committee to look at before making the order. Mr. Osborne said he was considering ordering 1000, but Mr. Martin suggested twice that number. Mr. Osborne said he would see if there is a price break that would make it more cost-effective to order the larger quantity. 
Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2010 plan (Attachment 6) and made no changes. Mr. Stow asked if the committee has any actions to pursue that came out of the retreat. Mr. Osborne offered to find out.
