Stewardship Minute

Mr. Mulvenon clarified a statement made by Sue Cange at last month’s meeting regarding transference of the fire station at East Tennessee Technology Park to the city of Oak Ridge. She stated the fire station would be transferred by way of a quitclaim deed. Mr. Mulvenon said the fire station is not a clean parcel and cannot be transferred by quitclaim deed, but must be transferred by covenant deferral. He said he talked with Ms. Cange about that and she confirmed that she did not discuss at the August meeting whether transfer of the fire station was via a covenant deferral or a clean parcel determination under Section 120(h) of the Comprehensive Environmental Restoration, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  She did clarify, however, that a quitclaim deed is the instrument that is used for title transfer of real property regardless whether a covenant deferral or a clean parcel determination is made under CERCLA.
Discussion of Development of Map for DOE Information Center
Mr. Mulvenon said the purpose for creating a stewardship map was for successive generations to know where buried waste is located on the Oak Ridge Reservation (ORR).

He said preliminary work has been done to create a basis map of the ORR, City of Oak Ridge, and surrounding area. Development of that map was for use in the Stewardship Education Resource Kit and for a display at the American Museum of Science and Energy.

The third function of that map is to be used as a basis to show where waste has been left in place after remediation of various areas of the ORR.
He said the current idea is to develop a large map, approximately 8 feet wide and about 10 feet long to be displayed in the DOE Information Center. The map would show areas where waste is left in place. Either on the map or with an accompanying binder, it would also indicate what decision documents have been executed related to the waste. There would also be an explanation of areas that are known by more than one name, e.g. White Wing Scrap Yard is officially known as WAG 2 (waste acceptance group 2). He said there are five or six areas that are known by multiple designations. He also said there are some areas within the city limits of Oak Ridge that has waste in place that would be noted on the map.
Ms. Halsey said the map would be updated each time a remedial action report for a remediated site is approved by the Environmental Protection Agency and Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation. Mr. Mulvenon said the plan so far is to have the map split into two 4-foot wide strips, so only part of the map would have to be revised whenever a new area is added.

Mr. Adams asked if a map could be developed that could have different layers that could be turned on to show different features. Mr. Mulvenon said that may not be possible yet. Ms. Brunton said that while it would be much more expensive, there could be an option to have an electronically displayed map. Mr. Mulvenon said the idea was to start with something simple and perhaps have it evolve to something more technically advanced later. 
Mr. Mulvenon said there are a few corrections that need to be made on the basis map and some issues with color schemes had been noted by the group working to develop the map (Ms. Halsey, Mr. Mulvenon, and Lorene Sigal). Mr. Mulvenon said the group was also looking for specific icons to go on the map that explain the various land use controls in place for waste areas.

Mr. Mulvenon asked committee members to provide any suggestions on how to develop the map.
Regarding finding information on a certain waste area, Mr. Skinner said if someone went to the record of decision looking for a certain site, such as SWSA 4 (solid waste storage area), information might not be found, but proper names could be found through the Federal Facility Agreement Appendix C. Ms. Halsey said that would be one of the reasons for having a notebook that would explain site names.

Mr. Bonner asked if any recommendation should be sent to DOE regarding development of the map. Mr. Mulvenon said he would go to the next Executive Committee meeting and present the idea and give the background for developing the map. After getting support from the Executive Committee a recommendation could be made to DOE to implement the map. Mr. Bonner and Mr. Mulvenon said they would work together to develop a recommendation to implement production of the map. 
Mr. Mulvenon noted that there is an exhibit at the American Museum of Science and Energy on mapping science called Places and Spaces. He encouraged committee members to go view the exhibit for ideas on mapping.
Update on Status of Stewardship Video
Mr. Mulvenon said the committee working on the video has been having trouble working out schedules to meet. Nothing to report at this time.
Complete FY 2008 Work Plan
The committee added a topic for the December meeting (Attachment 1), but left other months blank to fill in as needed.
New Business
· Travel Opportunities – A list of conferences (Attachment 2) was distributed to inform committee members of available opportunities to participate for the board.
· There will be a combined meeting with Environmental Management Committee in October to discuss contamination in picket wells in Melton Valley. The committee prefers to have that joint meeting on October 16.
· In May a public meeting was held on the FY 2006 Remediation Effectiveness Report. A prior recommendation to DOE was to use an ORSSAB meeting as the forum for the public meeting. ORSSAB members worked with DOE and BJC to plan and execute that meeting. Ms. Halsey said she felt there was an expectation by board members about the meeting that was not met. It was suggested a letter or another recommendation be sent to DOE explaining what the expectation was, how it was not met, and how it can be addressed at future public meetings. Mr. Mulvenon said he would get input from the Executive Committee and develop a letter or recommendation to that effect.
· Mr. Adams said it was suggested by Steve McCracken, DOE-ORO Assistant Manager for Environmental Management, to do an independent survey of Melton Valley to confirm the location of caps over waste left in place. He said he would be willing to donate his time on the project if the employees of his firm could be paid for their time. Mr. Bonner said he would develop a recommendation to have a survey performed to confirm the location of the caps in Melton Valley.
Review Open Action Items
1. Mr. Mulvenon will follow up on having a general act passed as needed by Anderson and Roane Counties to reference environmental notations and plat maps to each other. Status. Mr. Mulvenon provided a copy of the language (Attachment 3) that has been developed and will be introduced by State Representative Jim Hackworth in the next session of the Tennessee Legislature. Mr. Mulvenon said the state association of registrars of deeds has recommended that the language, which amends Title 68,Chapter 212, Part 2 of Tennessee Code Annotated, be submitted to the governor to put in his own legislative package for consideration. Doing so would give more weight to the importance of amending the act. 
2. Ms. Campbell, Ms. Sigal, and Mr. Mulvenon will develop a concept, scope, and outline for stewardship video.

3. Ms. Hall will check with Oak Ridge High School video production about its availability to work on stewardship video. Status. Ms. Hall will keep the committee advised.
4. Mr. Mulvenon will talk with Oak Ridge City Manager James O’Connor about addressing the committee on the city’s stewardship responsibilities. Status. Mr. Mulvenon spoke briefly with Mr. O’Connor, who suggested he meet with Amy Fitzgerald about giving a presentation to the committee. 
5. Ms. Sigal will determine if recommendations made by a focus group on reindustrialization at ETTP are being implemented.

Action Items
1. Mr. Bonner and Mr. Mulvenon will work on developing a recommendation to implement the stewardship map.
2. Mr. Mulvenon will get input from the Executive Committee to develop a letter or recommendation to DOE on the FY 2006 Remediation Effectiveness Report public meeting.

3. Mr. Bonner will develop a recommendation to have a survey done of Melton Valley to confirm location of waste caps.
