Update on Development of Environmental Management (EM) Geographical Information System (GIS) – Norman Mulvenon, issue manager
Ms. Halsey gave an overview of the genesis of the GIS, the relationship of GIS to the stewardship map information sheets, and how the information sheets can be linked to the map in GIS. 
The first four information sheets (Attachment 1) were distributed. Ms. Halsey said DOE does not intend to generate sheets for those parcels of the Oak Ridge Reservation deemed to be free of contamination. Ms. Pontello added that once a clean parcel determination is made, the GIS will link to that document. 

Ms. Halsey updated the committee on the development of the GIS while Ms. Pontello accessed the site via the Internet at https://emgis.oro.doe.gov. Ms. Halsey said that the satellite maps used by the GIS are only updated every 18 months or so. Green areas have been determined to be clean and are no longer part of the National Priorities List site. Beige areas are under study. Purple shading indicates Record of Decision (ROD) areas. Clicking on a purple area brings up the ROD and other decision documents, as well as parcel deeds, which list restrictions. Pink areas are contaminated but are not currently covered by RODs. Dark blue areas are DOE Operational Sites, such as the Spallation Neutron Source and the Central Training Facility, that are not in EM’s scope. Ms. Halsey said EM hopes all the areas around East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP) will be designed ‘green’ by the end of the year.
Ms. Halsey explained that hatch marks shown on East Fork Poplar Creek and Clinch River indicate either 100‑year or 500-year floodplain areas (depending on the area) that are included in the ROD. 
Ms. Halsey said the GIS is nearly complete, at least until the time when the regulators weigh in on whether the beige areas can be designated as clean parcels. ROD area information sheets are currently being completed and will be linked to the GIS as they are done. Work on both the sheets and the current iteration of the GIS should be completed by mid-June. At that time a major roll-out will be initiated to launch the GIS site. Ms. Pontello added that a prominent notice about the GIS on the DOE website will direct the public to the GIS site. 

Ms. Halsey said that as part of the roll-out she would like to come to one of the SSAB’s monthly board meetings to present the GIS. 
Discussion of Possible Recommendation on the GIS
Mr. Stow asked if the entire board should be briefed on the GIS before a recommendation is generated. Mr. Mulvenon thought it was a good idea since the substance of a recommendation is not readily apparent at the moment and may become more obvious after the presentation. It could be something to the effect that this is a really monumental work and that it be mandatory reading or that its availability be widely promulgated to the public. 

Mr. Stow remarked that once a presentation is made the board may find some enhancements that could be made to the GIS and make a recommendation on that. 
Ms. Halsey agreed, saying that how information about how ETTP Zone 1 is displayed may be something that will warrant some input from the board. Also, how the GIS shows what areas have controls versus those that do not may require some work. 

Mr. Mulvenon suggested that the board start off FY 2013 with the GIS presentation. Mr. Stow agreed and asked staff to put the suggestion on the next Executive Committee agenda for discussion. 
Committee Leadership 
Mr. Stow noted that he will be leaving the board at the end of June, as he will have completed his six-year limit on the board. The committee’s vice chair, Ron Murphree, is also term limited and will be leaving at the end of June. Mr. Stow said he would like to identify replacement officers soon.
At the moment there are three ORSSAB members on the committee: Corkie Staley, Scott McKinney, and Fay Martin (Dave Hemelright has recently joined the committee as well). Since the new officers must be ORSSAB members and not public members of the committee, the future of the committee will rest with the ORSSAB members. Mr. Stow recommended that the committee finalize the selection of a new chair and vice chair at its May meeting. 
Mr. Bonner asked Mr. Stow’s opinion should there be a move to subsume the Stewardship Committee into the EM Committee. Mr. Mulvenon argued against that ever happening, as it may mean the end of the Stewardship Committee’s mission. Mr. Stow agreed.
Committee Input on Next Month’s Topics – Update on the Status of the Stewardship Verification System and Presentation on the Remediation Effectiveness Report 

Ms. Halsey suggested asking the status of the approval of the 5-year review report, which was released in June 2011. Mr. Garland said he will ask the presenter to be prepared to answer the question.
