Review Site Transition Fact Sheet
At the July meeting the committee attempted to review the February 2012 Site Transition Summary (Attachment 1), but determined it needed to review a letter of comments that had been written on the first draft of the summary that was issued in September 2011. The letter and September summary are Attachment 2.

Ms. Sigal and Mr. Mulvenon took the lead in reviewing the letter of comments and the summary and compared them with the February 2012 summary (Attachment 1).

Ms. Sigal said while the February 2012 document addresses comments in the October 2011 letter, it is a difficult document to understand. She said a similar document developed by DOE Legacy Management (Attachment 3) was more user friendly. 

She said the February 2012 summary doesn’t present near and far term issues clearly. Ms. Sigal said it was noted in the minutes of the November 2011 meeting that a 13-step guidance document was being developed that would describe the site transition process. She thought perhaps the guidance would be a framework for a fact sheet, which is what ORSSAB asked for in Recommendation 198: Recommendation to Establish a Site Transition Process Upon Completion of Remediation at Ongoing Mission Sites. Ms. Sigal asked Ms. Sager if she knew that status of the 13-steps. Ms. Sager said DOE Environmental Management (EM) headquarters was working on the document but she didn’t know the status. She offered to find out. 
Ms. Sigal provided a number of comments on the February 2012 Summary as well as suggested revisions to the document (Attachment 4). 

Regarding comment 3, Ms. Sigal said it is misleading to use the term ‘cleanup’ because it implies that an area is free of contamination. She said in many cases there will be residual hazardous or radioactive contamination. She said the term ‘remediation’ should be used instead.

Ms. Sager said what is meant is whatever actions are taken to mitigate risk. Ms. Sigal said if DOE is going to use the term ‘cleanup’ it should define what it regards as cleanup.

Ms. Sigal asked Ms. Sager about the status of a long-term surveillance and maintenance plan. Ms. Sager said that is the process described in the February 2012 summary.  She said DOE EM in Oak Ridge has a plan that deals with surveillance and maintenance on a variety of things, but is not strictly related to stewardship because DOE has not reached the point of transitioning from EM cleanup to another program office for long-term stewardship.  

Mr. Mulvenon asked if a site on the Oak Ridge Reservation could be prepared for transition and a recommendation could be made to DOE for things to do at Oak Ridge National Lab, Y-12 National Security Complex, and East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP). He said it must be something that has a final record of decision. He thought the South Campus on Bethel Valley Road would be a good example. Ms. Sager said she would have to research that as a possibility.
Mr. Martin asked when Zone 1 at ETTP would be ready for transition, which could be used as a test case. Mr. Mulvenon thought there could be some smaller parcels to use first. 

Discussion of Recommendation or Comments on the Fact Sheet
The committee decided not to take any action on the comments and revisions to the February 2012 summary until the status of the 13-step guidance was determined. 
It was suggested again that DOE provide a site for which a draft transfer document could be prepared. 

Mr. Mulvenon suggested another conference call with DOE headquarters to learn more about the 13-step guidance document. He said a list of questions should be developed beforehand and submitted to headquarters before the call is scheduled. 

    Action Items

1.  Committee members will develop a list of questions prior to a conference call with DOE headquarters regarding the site transition summary and the 13-step guidance document.
2.  Ms. Sager will research the possibility of a local site to use a test for the site transition process.

3.  Ms. Sager will see what she can determine about the status of the 13-step site transition guidance document.
