FY 2013 Work Plan Development
The committee developed its first version of its FY 2013 work plan (Attachment 1). The work plan will be revised and updated as the year progresses.
Based on priorities identified at the ORSSAB annual meeting in August, the full board identified topics for the committee to follow. There were a number of topics the board believed had interest for the Environmental Management, Stewardship, and Public Outreach committees. In those instances a lead committee was identified. The follow-on committees will be invited to participate jointly with the lead committee on those topics. 

The work plan notes those topics where the Stewardship Committee will be invited to participate with the EM Committee where that committee has been identified as the lead committee. 

Develop committee budget request for FY 2015
There was considerable discussion about trying to develop a committee budget request two years in advance, especially as it related to travel. At the annual meeting, the leadership of the Board Finance & Process Committee asked the committees to try to be more specific in identifying meetings, conferences, or other reasons to travel rather than just request budget for ‘unspecified trip.
Ms. Staley thought would be difficult to do and suggested that a single line-item for travel to be used by all the committees as needed would be easier. Ms. Campbell thought it would be best to try to identify travel opportunities so monies would be dedicated to Stewardship Committee travel. She felt if opportunities change, the money would still be dedicated to Stewardship travel and be used by another committee. 
Ms. Staley said she would take her concerns to the Board Finance & Process Committee on September 27. She suggested leaving the travel portion of the budget request blank for now.

Otherwise the committee saw no need for a technical advisor, but did suggest $2,000 for training (Attachment 2).

Elect officers for FY 2013
Ms. Staley asked for any nomination for board officers. Mr. Martin moved that the current leadership of Ms. Staley and Ms. Martin be retained. Mr. Mulvenon seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Open

1. Committee members will develop a list of questions prior to a conference call with DOE headquarters regarding the site transition summary and the 13-step guidance document
2. Ms. Sager will research the possibility of a local site to use as a test for the site transition process. Status. Ms. Sager said she has been trying to learn about South Campus as a possibility for a test transition. She said DOE EM is still doing some groundwater monitoring in that area. She had asked Sue Smiley about a test transition. Ms. Smiley thought it deserved further discussion, but suggested waiting until after the November elections and the FY 2013 budgets are agreed upon.  Mr. Mulvenon clarified his interest in this as more of an exercise to see how well the process works and not so much as a final transition. He suggested waiting to see what the 13-step guidance document looks like before going further.
3. Ms. Sager will schedule a conference call with DOE Headquarters in November to discuss the site transition summary and 13-step guidance document (conditional on availability of guidance by mid-October).
Closed
1. Ms. Sager will see what she can determine about the status of the 13-step site transition guidance. Complete. Ms. Sager said she had communications with Sue Smiley of the DOE Environmental Management Consolidated Business Center (EMCBC), who said the 13-step guidance document is nearing completion of internal review and is expected to be posted on the EMCBC website by mid-October. Ms. Smiley said feedback on the document will welcome. It was determined to try to schedule a conference call with Ms. Smiley and others in November to discuss the 13-step document and related long-term stewardship site transition summary that the committee has been reviewing.
