Discussion
Presentation to Lenoir City High School – Ms. Sarten asked if arrangements had been made for the meeting with teachers at the school to discuss the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. Mr. Osborne said that plans were in place to meet with them at 2:00 on Thursday, November 6. He will email a reminder to committee members and include a map.

Lesson 4 Overhead Revisions – The committee reviewed graphics for the slides that were prepared by staff. Mr.  Osborne said he is revising the stewardship activities timeline for slide 17. He still needs to update the board photo on slide 9, find a better photo for slide 11, add a photo of the Stewardship Committee for slide 16, and add the web site address for the Office of Legacy Management to slide 18. Ms. Campbell noted that slide 4 says that Three Mile Island is in New York, but it’s located in Pennsylvania. Ms. Sarten asked that after Mr. Osborne makes the changes that he send them out by email and add another review of them to the committee’s November 13 agenda.
Potential Kit Addition – The committee reviewed a “Popular Science” magazine article by Theodore Gray called “For that Healthy Glow, Drink Radiation” (Attachment 1), which Ms. Cothron supplied as a potential addition to the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. Ms. Campbell said she has several potential additions as well and that she will email the web links to the committee.
Work Plan – The committee reviewed the work plan (Attachment 2) and added topics for the November 13, December 18, and January 22 meetings.
Action Item Status – Mr. Osborne reported that he contacted Bullfrog Films about using a clip from The White Hole and A&E Television about using The Manhattan Project, on the ORSSAB website, but after repeated attempts he has been unable to get an answer and does not think it will be possible.

EnergySolutions CDs – Mr. Osborne distributed copies of two CDs that Ms. Campbell had suggested the committee review. They were developed by EnergySolutions as teaching aids for discussion of nuclear energy and radiation in the classroom. One is titled “Nuclear Energy and the Use of Nuclear Materials,” and the other is titled “Alphas, Betas, Gammas, Oh My!”
