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SECTION B - SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS
B.1. ORO B01 Items Being Acquired (OCT 2004) 

The Contractor shall furnish all personnel, facilities, equipment, material, supplies, and services (except as may be expressly set forth in this contract as furnished by the Government) and otherwise do all things necessary for, or incident to, the performance and providing the following items of work:

Item 1 - See Section C, Description/Specifications/Work Statement - Oak Ridge Office (ORO).
Item 2 - Reports in accordance with Section J, Attachment C, "Reporting Requirements" and other clauses in the contract which specify reporting requirements.
B.2. Type of Contract and Ceiling Price (FEB 2005)
This is a Time and Materials (T&M) contract.  Fully Loaded Labor Rates for each labor category/level listed in the clauses in Section B entitled, “Price Schedule (Time-and-Material) (FEB 2006) and Option to Extend the Contract (Time-And-Materials) (FEB 2006) shall be fixed for the life of the contract.  Additional labor categories may be added only as the result of a change in work scope.  The ceiling price may be modified as a result of changes in work scope and the exercise of options.

The ceiling price of this contract, including the base period and all exercised options, is

B.3. Obligation of Funds (Time-and-Material) (FEB 2006)

B.4. Limitation of Funds (Time and Material) (JAN 2006)  

(a)
The parties estimate that performance of this contract will not exceed the ceiling price as specified in clause in Section B entitled, “Type of Contract and Ceiling Price.”  However, the contract will not initially be fully funded to this amount.  Funds will be added incrementally by modification to the contract.

(b)
The clause in Section B entitled, Obligation of Funds (Time and Material) specifies the amount presently available for payment by the Government and allotted to this contract.  The parties contemplate that the Government will allot additional funds incrementally to the contract up to the full ceiling price.  The Contractor agrees to perform, or have performed, work on the contract up to the point at which the total amount paid and payable by the Government under the contract approximates but does not exceed the total amount actually allotted by the Government to the contract. 

(c)
The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing whenever it has reason to believe the costs it expects to incur under this contract in the next 30 days, when added to all costs previously incurred, will exceed 85 percent of the total amount so far obligated to the contract by the Government.  The notice shall state the estimated amount of additional funds required to continue performance for the period specified in the Schedule.

(d)
If, after notification, additional funds are not allotted by the end of the period specified in the Schedule or another agreed-upon date, upon the Contractor’s written request the Contracting Officer will terminate this contract on that date in accordance with the provisions of the Termination clause  of this contract.  If the Contractor estimates that the funds available will allow it to continue performance beyond that date, it may specify a later date in its request, and the Contracting Officer may terminate this contract on that later date.

(e)
Except as required by other provisions of this contract, specifically citing and stated to be an exception to this clause—

(1)
the Government is not obligated to reimburse the Contractor for costs incurred in excess of the total amount allotted by the Government to this contract; and

(2)
the Contractor is not obligated to continue performance under this contract (including actions under the clause I.67 52.249-6 Termination) or otherwise incur costs in excess of the amount then allotted to the contract by the Government.

(f)
No notice, communication, or representation in any form other than an executed contract modification or from any person other than the Contracting Officer, shall affect the amount allotted by the Government to this contract.  In the absence of the specified notice, the Government is not obligated to reimburse the Contractor for any costs in excess of the total amount allotted by the Government to this contract, whether incurred during the course of the contract or as a result of termination.

(g)
When and to the extent that the amount allotted by the Government to the contract is increased, any costs the Contractor incurs before the increase that are in excess of the amount previously allotted by the Government shall be allowable to the same extent as if incurred afterward, unless the Contracting Officer issues a termination or other notice and directs that the increase is solely to cover termination or other specified expenses.

(h)
Change orders shall not be considered an authorization to exceed the amount alotted by the Government specified in the Schedule, unless they contain a statement increasing the amount allotted.  

(i)
Nothing in this clause shall affect the right of the Government to terminate this contract.  If this contract is terminated, the Government and the Contractor shall negotiate an equitable distribution of all property produced or purchased under the contract, based upon the share of costs incurred by each.    

B.5. Level of Effort (Time & Material) (FEB 2006) 
(a)
The Contractor shall provide the estimated total Direct Productive Labor-Hours (DPLH) as specified in the clause in Section B entitled, “Price Schedule (Time and Material) (FEB 2006).”

DPLH are defined as actual hours worked exclusive of vacation, holiday, sick leave and other advances; DPLH include subcontract hours used in performance of .the work set forth in Section C.
(b)
Notwithstanding the estimated DPLH, should it be insufficient or in excess of that needed, the contract term shall prevail and the Contractor will be required to provide the DPLH that may be considered reasonable by DOE during the term of the contract.  In the event the Contractor shall be required to provide more than the estimated DPLH set forth herein, a contract modification will be required to increase the estimated DPLH and the contract ceiling based on the fully loaded hourly rates stated in the contract.
(c)
Nothing in this clause shall be construed to constitute authorization for work not in accordance with the clause in Section B entitled, “Limitation of Funds (Time and Material) (JAN 2006).”
B.6. Price Schedule (Time-And-Material) (FEB 2006)
(a)
The contractor shall provide personnel in the labor categories and at the fully loaded hourly rates (wages, indirect costs, general and administrative expenses, and profit) set forth below.  The quantity of man-hours is an estimated amount and may vary during the period of performance.  The fully loaded hourly rates are fixed for the full period of performance of the contract.  The wage rates included in the fully loaded hourly rates are not subject to revision unless required by the Service Contract Act.  Any adjustment required by the Service Contract Act will be in accordance with Department of Labor (DOL) Wage Determinations.  Any revised DOL Wage Determination will be included in Part III, Section J of this contract.  The indirect costs, general and administrative expense, and profit applied to the wage rates are fixed for the full term of the contract and will not be changed if wage rates are adjusted as a result of the Service Contract Act.

(b)
Except for Drug/Alcohol Testing, reimbursement for Other Direct Costs will be in accordance with the clause in Section I entitled, “52.232-7 Payments under Time-and-Material and Labor-Hour Contracts.”  Drug and Alcohol Testing will be reimbursed at the Unit Rate set forth below.  In the event that any travel is required, the contractor will obtain the approval of the contracting officer or any other duly authorized representative.  Reasonable and allocable material handling costs may be included in the charge for materials in accordance with the Contractor's usual accounting practices consistent with Subpart 31.2 of the FAR. The material handling cost rate is fixed for the full period of performance of the contract.

(c)
In accordance with the clause in Section E entitled, “52.246-6, Inspection--Time-and-Material and Labor-Hour,” the Government may require the Contractor to replace or correct services or materials that at time of delivery failed to meet contract requirements.  Except as otherwise specified in FAR 52.246-6, paragraph (h), the cost of replacement or correction shall be determined under the clause in Section I entitled, “52.232-7 Payments Under Time-and Material and Labor-Hour Contracts,” but the fully loaded hourly rates for labor hours incurred in the replacement or correction shall be reduced to exclude that portion of the rate attributable to profit.

B.7. Option to Extend the Contract (Time-And-Materials) (FEB 2006)

The Contractor shall provide personnel in the labor classifications and at the hourly rate set forth below.  The quantity of labor hours are estimated amounts and may vary during the period of performance.  The fully loaded hourly rates are fixed for the full period of performance of the contract.  The wage rates included in the fully loaded hourly rates are not subject to revision unless required by the Service Contract Act. Any adjustment required by the Service Contract Act will be in accordance with Department of Labor (DOL) Wage Determinations.  Any revised DOL Wage Determination will be included in Part III, Section J of this contract.  The indirect costs, general and administrative expense, and profit are fixed for the full term of the contract and will not be changed if wage rates are adjusted as a result of the Service Contract Act.


Except for Drug/Alcohol Testing reimbursement for Other Direct Costs will be in accordance with the clause in Section I entitled, “52.232-7 Payments under Time-and Materials-and Labor-Hour Contracts.”  Drug and Alcohol Testing will be reimbursed at the Unit Rate set forth below.  All travel will require prior approval of the Contracting Officer or any duly authorized representative.  In the event that any Material/Other Direct Cost above the estimated amount is required, the Contractor will obtain the approval of the Contracting Officer or any duly authorized representative.  Reasonable and allocable material handling costs may be included in the charge for materials in accordance with the Contractor's usual accounting practices consistent with Subpart 31.2 of the FAR.  The material handling cost rate is fixed for the full period of performance of the contract.

In accordance with the clause in Section E entitled, “52.246-6 Inspection--Time-and-Materials and Labor-Hour,” the Government may require the Contractor to replace or correct services or materials that at time of delivery failed to meet contract requirements.
