Ion Source (Lawrence Berkeley) The ion source produces pulsed beams of negative
hydrogen ions that are injected into the accelerator.

Accelerator (Los Alamos) The accelerator increases the energy of
the hydrogen ions to one billion electron volts.

The hydrogen ions are stripped of their electrons and are stored
in the accumulator ring as high-energy protons.
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
