Seven of the eighteen members of the Paducah Gaseous Diffusion Plant (PGDP) Citizens Advisory Board (CAB) have resigned, stating their belief that the present U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) Site-Specific Advisory Board (SSAB) process is a “sham.”





The remaining members regret that those who have resigned felt compelled to take this action.  While the remaining members may not agree entirely with all of the points they have raised, we do share their frustration with DOE’s approach to public participation and input.





At this time, there exists an opportunity for DOE to demonstrate its commitment to the public involvement process not only at Paducah, but complex wide.  The PGDP CAB challenges DOE to make the process of public participation and advice a meaningful one. To maintain the status quo or to eliminate the advisory boards under present conditions would fully vindicate the resigning members’ statement.
