Update on Status of Stewardship Video

Update on Development of Stewardship Map

Review Scope of Work for Technical Assistance to Check Accuracy of Locations of Waste in Place in Melton Valley
Mr. Adams submitted a proposed statement of work (Attachment 1) to verify the location of waste sites in Melton Valley. Mr. Skinner pointed out that this proposal would need to be reviewed and approved by the committee and then sent to the Finance and Executive Committees for final approval.

Ms. Halsey said she had contacted Derrick Batiste with Spectrum, the contractor that administers the Oak Ridge Site Specific Advisory Board (ORSSAB). She said it was unusual for a DOE contractor to invoice for work to be performed based upon an unsolicited proposal to DOE. 

Normally a request/statement of work would be presented by the board to DOE, which in turn would find a contractor to do the work. There could be a potential conflict of interest issue accepting a statement of work from Mr. Adams, who is also a board member. Mr. Mulvenon noted that the proposal indicated that neither Mr. Adams nor his company would receive compensation for the work, only his employees doing the work.
Mr. Bonner asked Ms. Halsey to determine if there was a conflict of interest. She said she would run the proposal by the DOE contracting officer for an opinion. 

Mr. Peelle questioned the need to do a confirmation of waste site locations at all. Mr. Skinner said an initial survey of the waste sites had been done by Barge Wagner, so the question becomes why verify the work. Mr. Skinner said citizens want to be assured that waste left in place is where DOE says it is. Mr. Mulvenon said this is similar to the independent verification work being done at East Tennessee Technology Park to confirm cleanup there. 
Mr. Million asked if the verification of wastes sites shouldn’t have already been done as part of a quality assurance activity. Mr. Skinner said the objectives required by the state regarding the placement of waste in the site have been met and once the waste is in place it will not move. He said the location of waste is what should be confirmed. He said this is the first waste disposal site closed as part of the Accelerated Cleanup Project and the public should be assured that location of waste left in place is accurate. 
At this point, Mr. Bonner suggested reviewing a draft recommendation he had written asking DOE to perform a verification of waste sites in Melton Valley.
Discuss Recommendation on Independent Verification of Hazardous Material and Location in Melton Valley
Mr. Bonner distributed a draft recommendation to have the location of wastes in Melton Valley verified by DOE (Attachment 2). After the committee reviewed the recommendation, Mr. Lundy moved to approve. Mr. Mulvenon seconded.

After some discussion, the committee felt like it was not feasible to ask for a verification of waste inventory, just location. The recommendation section was amended to read “The DOE should ensure that an independent verification of selected locations is conducted where hazardous materials were left in place in Melton Valley.” All other references to inventorying wastes are to be removed.
The committee approved the amended recommendation 5-0 with Mr. Adams abstaining.  

Travel Request for Sondra Sarten to Waste Management Symposium

The committee approved Ms. Sarten’s travel request (Attachment 3) to the Waste Management Symposium.
New Business
· Discuss scheduling joint meeting with Environmental Management Committee on the 2007 Remediation Effectiveness Report – time did not allow discussion of a joint meeting. This will be discussed by committee leadership with Environmental Management leadership to determine a joint meeting date.
· Discuss proposed recommendation on independent verification of location of waste sites in Melton Valley – see above.
Review Open Action Items
1. Mr. Mulvenon will follow up on having a general act passed as needed by Anderson and Roane Counties to reference environmental notations and plat maps to each other. Closed. Language has been developed and will be introduced by State Representative Jim Hackworth in the next session of the Tennessee Legislature.
2. Ms. Campbell, Ms. Sigal, and Mr. Mulvenon will develop a concept, scope, and outline for stewardship video.

3. Ms. Hall will check with Oak Ridge High School video production about its availability to work on stewardship video. Status. Ms. Hall will keep the committee advised.
4. Mr. Mulvenon will talk with Oak Ridge City Manager James O’Connor about addressing the committee on the city’s stewardship responsibilities. Status. Mr. Mulvenon spoke briefly with Mr. O’Connor, who suggested he meet with Amy Fitzgerald about giving a presentation to the committee. 
5. Ms. Sigal will determine if recommendations made by a focus group on reindustrialization at ETTP are being implemented.

6. Mr. Bonner and Mr. Mulvenon will work on developing a recommendation to implement the stewardship map.

7. Mr. Mulvenon will get input from the Executive Committee to develop a letter or recommendation to DOE on the FY 2006 Remediation Effectiveness Report public meeting.

8. Mr. Bonner will develop a recommendation to have a survey done of Melton Valley to confirm location of waste caps. Complete. See above.
9. Ms. Halsey will check with DOE contracting officer for conflict of interest issues with unsolicited proposals for work.
