Update on Status of filing of Melton Valley Property Record Notices
Mr. Shelton provided the committee his thoughts on legislation that will be introduced in the Tennessee legislature (Attachment 1) to require county registers of deeds and county tax assessors to work together to make sure land parcels with deed restrictions or notices of contamination are referenced to accompanying plat maps and are easily accessible by the public. 

Mr. Shelton said he has reviewed the wording of the legislation and is in agreement with it. He said the legislation gives standard identifiers that property information can be found in the same place in each county. He said the goal of the legislation was to make the process of finding information on parcels as unified as possible. 

Anderson County is already using a similar process of cross referencing recording of parcels with plat maps. Mr. Shelton said if committee members wanted to see how the system works they could come to the Anderson County courthouse and walk through the process with a staff member. 
Mr. Mulvenon asked if he had been working with Roane County to set up a similar system. Mr. Shelton said he had and said the Roane County officials understood how and why the information was cross referenced.
Mr. Shelton was asked if the legislation should read ‘Department of Energy’ (Attachment 1). He said it probably should not because the responsibility of filing the deed notices could pass to another entity in the future. He said it should not state a particular filing organization, simply the type of document that should be recorded.
Mr. Bonner asked if there are any assumptions in passing the act regarding the filing system currently set up in Anderson County that may not be true statewide. Mr. Shelton said the only exemptions he was aware of were in Knox, Davidson, and Shelby Counties that can make changes in the process. For instance, Knox County could make the county clerk responsible for registering deeds. He said the intent of the act was to make sure property records and plat maps were filed and cross referenced, not who does the filing. He said when the act comes before the legislature there could be some attempt to expand it. He hoped it would not be expanded too much; if it was he said such expansion should be done through a private act specific to one or more counties. 
Mr. Shelton said he believed local legislators would be willing to keep the committee informed about the progress of the act through the legislature.
Mr. Martin noted that Roane County does not have free access to finding information about land parcels. He said in his talks with Sharon Brackett, the Roane County Register of Deeds, she said she was working to do away with the subscription service for land parcel information. Mr. Shelton said Roane County would probably provide any information the committee wants without charge in the meantime.
Ms. Brackett was unable to attend this meeting, but Mr. Shelton said both he and Ms. Brackett would be willing to come to another committee meeting in the future to report on the progress being made in Roane County to set up a recording system similar to Anderson County.
Discussion of Possible ORSSAB Recommendation on Historic Preservation of K-25
Mr. Stow briefed the committee on discussions that have been underway regarding historic preservation of the K-25 Building at East Tennessee Technology Park. He said a memorandum of agreement (MOA) had been signed in 2005 that stated the north tower of K-25 would be retained and a new roof installed along with a number of other items (Attachment 2). 

He said the rapid deterioration of all of K-25 is causing DOE to rethink the feasibility of doing what was agreed to in the MOA. The situation was discussed at a recent meeting of the signatory and consulting parties to the MOA. At the meeting a number of options were discussed including tearing down the north tower and building an interpretive center, either on site or perhaps at the American Museum of Science and Energy (Attachment 3). 

At the meeting of the consulting parties, Steve McCracken, DOE-Oak Ridge Assistant Manager for Environmental Management, said he would consult with a number of local groups interested in historic preservation of K-25, explain the situation, and gather ideas about what to do. He said he would review all the input and make a recommendation to the consulting parties. At the November ORSSAB meeting, Mr. McCracken said he would like to get input from the board. It was decided that any recommendation to DOE should originate in the Stewardship Committee. 

Mr. McCracken has asked for input soon so he can make a recommendation to the consulting parties in February or March 2008. Mr. Skinner said a decision needs to be made quickly because work is scheduled to begin in February and March to remove the northwest and northeast bridges from the main portion of K-25 to the north tower. 

The committee decided to invite Mr. McCracken, Jack Howard, Ken Jackson, and Bill Wilcox to the December meeting to talk more in depth about the status of the K-25 north tower and formulate a recommendation from that meeting. The committee also decided to plan a public meeting with the Local Oversight Committee to gather input from the public for DOE to use in formulating its recommendation to the MOA consulting parties. Mr. Bonner and Mr. Mulvenon will work on planning the public meeting. 
Mr. Macklin suggested that interested committee members take a field trip of the north tower to see for themselves the condition of the building. Mr. Skinner said that it was possible but it would require some planning for people to be fitted for a dust mask and go through a brief safety training session. 
Staff was asked to poll committee members and board members to determine who would be interested in going on a tour. 
Discussion of Contamination in Melton Valley Picket Wells from October meeting (possible recommendation)
Time did not allow for discussion. The topic will be placed on the December agenda.
Discussion of Draft Recommendation for Long-term Stewardship Map 
Time did not allow for discussion of the recommendation during the meeting. The draft recommendation (Attachment 4) was distributed to the Stewardship Committee members by email after the meeting for concurrence.
Update on Status of Oak Ridge Stewardship Directive and Public Notice of Contamination in Melton Valley

Mr. Skinner reported that the draft Stewardship Directive had been circulated among responsible parties at Oak Ridge National Laboratory, Y-12 National Security Complex, the DOE-Oak Ridge real estate office, and the DOE-ORO management team. Comments have been received, one of which will require additional discussion by the committee. Mr. Skinner asked that discussion of the directive be put on the January work plan.

Mr. Skinner said all surveys have been completed in Melton Valley and wording of the public notice of contamination in Melton Valley had been given to the DOE-ORO public affairs office to prepare a notice for publication in local newspapers. The notice will also be put on the DOE-ORO web site. He said he thought the public notice would be published in the next couple of weeks. 

Mr. Skinner said deed restrictions for parcels in Melton Valley located in Roane County are being prepared and will be delivered to Roane County in December.
Update Work Plan
Discussion of historic preservation of K-25 was placed on the work plan for December. Discussion of the Stewardship Directive was placed on the work plan for January.

6. Mr. Bonner and Mr. Mulvenon will work on a public meeting with Local Oversight Committee to gather public input on K-25 historic preservation.
