Discussion
Contact with Educators - Ms. Sarten reported that she, Ms. Campbell, and Mr. Osborne met January 16 to discuss the Stewardship Kit with Oliver Springs High School science teachers Cindy Conrad and Rhonda Codman. The teachers had good questions about using the kit in the classroom and how to fit it into their biology and physics curricula. 
Overhead Revisions - Mr. Osborne reported that all the subcommittee’s changes to overheads for Lesson 1 had been made except for slides 35 and 39. Ms. Campbell had agreed last month to provide a new periodic table of elements for slide 35. Mr. Mulvenon offered to provide for slide 39 the list of known contaminants on the Oak Ridge Reservation that will remain onsite in disposal areas.
The subcommittee agreed to review Ms. Cothron’s slides for Lessons 2 and 3 and generate ideas for graphics and additional text. Ideas will be discussed at the February meeting. Mr. Osborne distributed copies of the Lesson 3overheads. 
Teachers Workshop - Mr. Osborne distributed a list of major items to consider in holding a workshop, a list of invitees for the last workshop, and the February 2006 workshop agenda (Attachments 1–3). The subcommittee reviewed the items and agreed that the earliest it would be feasible to hold another workshop would be February 2009, because of the amount of work involved and because the current round of revisions to the kit must be complete. It was generally agreed that history and social studies teachers would be invited to the workshop, although that will require addressing the Tennessee state standards and performance indicators for those disciplines and making sure that the standards and indicators are addressed in the kit. Ms. Sarten said she knows a retired history teacher if the subcommittee wants to address the history indicators. Ms. Hall said Cassandra Osborne at Oak Ridge High School might be tapped to help address social studies. 

Staff was asked to add a placeholder for initial workshop planning to the subcommittee’s work plan for June.
FY 2009 Budget Request - Mr. Osborne distributed the Stewardship Committee’s FY 2009 budget request (Attachment 4), which includes $1,360 for Stewardship Committee and Stewardship Education Subcommittee facilitation. He noted that this year each had requested that amount, for a total of $2,720. Mr. Bonner suggested that $1,360 be added to the ’09 request.
The subcommittee reviewed costs for the last teachers workshop (see Attachment 1) and agreed to request $15,000 in FY 2009 for the one to be held in February 2009. Mr. Bonner asked staff to supply a breakdown of projected costs included in the $15,000.
